The Maiden's Conception

The Virgin Birth Prophesied in Isaiah and Jeremiah

The Maidens Conception

Let us look a little closer at Isaiah 45 and 46 and come to understand a little more of what's been hidden from the foundation of the world.

Jeremiah spoke of a new thing that is a woman encompassing a man. This “new” woman encompassing a man begins with Mary, the woman ordained to bring forth the Helper without the use of man:

Jer 30:6  Ask now, and see if a man is giving birth. Why do I see every man with his hands on his loins like a woman in labour, and all faces turned pale?

Ask now, and see if a man is giving birth. The word for “giving birth” is yalad:

H3205   (Strong)

יָלַד

yâlad

yaw-lad'

A primitive root; to bear young; causatively to beget; medically to act as midwife; specifically to show lineage: - bear, beget, birth ([-day]), born, (make to) bring forth (children, young), bring up, calve, child, come, be delivered (of a child), time of delivery, gender, hatch, labour, (do the office of a) midwife, declare pedigrees, be the son of, (woman in, woman that) travail (-eth, -ing woman).

Causatively it means to beget, which is the father siring the child. Specifically it means to show lineage.

Here is one example of its usage in Genesis:

Gen 4:18  And to Ḥanoḵ was BORN Iraḏ. And Iraḏ BROUGHT FORTH Meḥuya’ěl, and Meḥuya’ěl BROUGHT FORTH Methusa’ěl, and Methusa’ěl BROUGHT FORTH Lemeḵ.

All of the above instances of “born” and “brought forth” are all Strongs H3205, yalad, and they are all used to show the fathers begetting of a child.

What Jeremiah is saying here in verse 6 is to ask now and see if a man is siring a child. He follows this by mentioning the “Son of David”, namely Yahusha, who was not sired by man:

Jer 30:9  And they shall serve יהוה their Elohim and Dawiḏ their sovereign, whom I raise up for them.

The book of Matthew records this:

Mat 1:1   The book of the genealogy of יהושע Messiah, Son of Dawiḏ, Son of Aḇraham:...

Mat 1:20  But while he thought about this, see, a messenger of יהוה appeared to him in a dream, saying, “Yosěph, son of Dawiḏ, do not be afraid to take Miryam as your wife, for that which is in her was brought forth from the Set-apart Spirit.

Mat 1:21  “And she shall give birth to a Son, and you shall call His Name יהושע for He shall save His people from their sins.”

I realize that most renditions of this passage in Jeremiah 30 suggest that what is being asked is if a man is giving birth. The reality is that, whether it is a man giving birth or a child born without male human seed, both concepts seem a bit absurd and impossible. It really comes down to a matter of interpretation. Seeing that yalad means both “giving birth” as well as “begetting”, it could go either way. It's not as if one is more accurate than the other. They are both applicable. It's not as if one is a common occurrence and the other an absurdity. To the natural mind, both are equally absurd. So why the one over the other? The widely accepted rendition of a man giving birth has been used to conceal the matter of the virgin birth. It's a parable, and the parable is used to conceal the Truth. But why conceal the Truth?

Jeremiah speaks of this yalad anomaly in context with Yisraels healing being withheld:

Jer 30:6  Ask now, and see if a man is giving birth. Why do I see every man with his hands on his loins like a woman in labour, and all faces turned pale?

Jer 30:7  Oh! For great is that day, there is none like it. And it is the time of Ya‛aqoḇ’s distress, but he shall be saved out of it.

Jer 30:11  For I am with you,’ declares יהוה, ‘to save you. Though I make a complete end of all nations where I have scattered you, yet I do not make a complete end of you. But I shall reprove you in judgment, and by no means leave you unpunished.’

Jer 30:12  “For thus said יהוה, ‘Your breach is incurable, your wound is grievous.

Jer 30:13  No one pleads your cause, to bind up. There are no healing medicines for you.

Jer 30:14  All those loving you have forgotten you, they do not seek you. For I struck you as an enemy strikes, with cruel chastisement, because your crookedness is great, your sins have increased.

Jer 30:15  Why do you cry about your breach? Your pain is incurable. Because of your many crookednesses, because your sins have increased, I have done this to you.

Jer 30:16  However, all those who devour you shall be devoured. And all your adversaries, every one of them, shall go into captivity. And those who exploit you shall be exploited, and all who prey upon you I shall make a prey.

Jer 30:17  For I restore health to you and heal you of your wounds,’ declares יהוה, ‘for they have called you an outcast saying, “This is Tsiyon, no one is seeking her.” ’

How does YAHUAH withhold the healing? By way of the parable:

Mat 13:13  “Because of this I speak to them in parables, because seeing they do not see, and hearing they do not hear, nor do they understand…

Mat 13:15  for the heart of this people has become thickened, and their ears are hard of hearing, and their eyes they have closed, lest they should see with their eyes and hear with their ears, lest they should understand with their heart, and turn back, AND I HEAL THEM.’

Yisraels healing comes by way of the Helper, the Spirit of YAHUAH exhibited through the ministry of Yahusha:

Mat 9:35  And יהושע went about all the cities and villages, teaching in their congregations, and proclaiming the Good News of the reign, AND HEALING EVERY DISEASE and every bodily weakness among the people.

What healed the people was their belief:

Mrk 10:52  And יהושע said to him, “Go, YOUR BELIEF HAS HEALED YOU.” And immediately he saw again and followed יהושע on the way.

Mat 9:22  But יהושע turned, and when He saw her He said, “Take courage, daughter, YOUR BELIEF HAS HEALED YOU” And the woman was healed from that hour.

Act 14:9  This one heard Sha’ul speaking, who, looking intently at him and SEEING THAT HE HAD BELIEF TO BE HEALED,

The healing comes by way of belief, and the healing is withheld by way of the parable. It is the parable that hides the Truth and stifles the belief.

In Jeremiah 30, YAHUAH writes that Yisraels healing is withheld. There are two conditions for this withholding. Either the Helper has not yet been given, meaning that it is a time prior to the ministry of Yahusha, or it is a time after the beginning of His ministry, and these who remain unhealed have rejected belief in Yahusha. They still can't see past the parable. One of the matters that remains a major point of contention between those who believe in Yahushas Words and those who don't is the matter of the virgin birth. One reason those who don't believe that He was born of a virgin discredit this is because they maintain that it has no Scriptural merit. They believe that nowhere in any of their legitimate Scriptural text does it indicate that their Mashiach Messiah would be born of a virgin. The reason they don't believe is because these prophecies have been hidden behind the parable. It's not that there are no Scriptural occurrences which forcast the virgin birth, because there are. It's just that these matters have been recorded in a way that makes them rather vague and unclear and thus open to individual interpretation. It also doesn't hurt that we are talking about a matter that defies human logic. It's rather easy to conceal matters such as these outside of the realm of reality.

Jeremiah writes of the woman giving birth without the help of man in context of salvation:

Jer 30:6  Ask now, and see if a man is giving birth. Why do I see every man with his hands on his loins like a woman in labour, and all faces turned pale?

Jer 30:7  Oh! For great is that day, there is none like it. And it is the time of Ya‛aqoḇ’s distress, BUT HE SHALL BE SAVED OUT OF IT….

Jer 30:9  And they shall serve יהוה their Elohim and Dawiḏ their sovereign, whom I raise up for them.

Joseph receives this same message from the Messenger in context of salvation:

Mat 1:21  “And she shall give birth to a Son, and you shall call His Name יהושע for HE SHALL SAVE HIS PEOPLE from their sins.”

And this is exactly what Adam was lacking, the Helper to save him from his transgressions.

In Jeremiah chapter 31 we have the same subject matter continued:

Jer 31:22  “Till when would you turn here and there, O backsliding daughter? For יהוה has created what is new on earth: a woman encompasses a man!”

“Till when would you turn here and there” is asking “till when would you turn here and there for salvation”. This is in the Little Book of Prophecy:

Deu 32:37  “And He shall say, ‘Where are their mighty ones, The rock in whom they sought refuge?

Deu 32:38  Who ate the fat of their slaughterings, And drank the wine of their drink offering? Let them arise and help you, Let it be a hiding-place for you!

YAHUAH says that only He can provide Deliverance:

Deu 32:39  See now that I, I am He, And there is no Elohim besides Me. I put to death and I make alive. I have wounded, and I heal. And from My hand no one delivers!

Till when will you seek salvation here and there, He asks. See, I am creating what is New, a woman encompasses a man. The woman encompassing a man is the giving of the Helper, the harbinger of Salvation.

Jeremiah 31 goes on to speak of the woman encompassing a man which is the fruition of YAHUAHS promise in Genesis 2 to give man the Helper through Yahusha. This is spoken of in context of the New Covenant established by the Risen David:

Jer 31:31  “See, the days are coming,” declares יהוה, “when I shall make a renewed covenant with the house of Yisra’ěl and with the house of Yehuḏah,

This is the New Covenant that was brought forth when the old Mosaic Torah was nailed to the stake.

Jeremiah 30 and 31 are running parallel with Isaiah 45 and 46. In Jeremiah 30, we see one who approaches YAHUAH:

Jer 30:21  And his Prince shall be from him, and his Ruler shall come from among him. AND I SHALL BRING HIM NEAR, AND HE SHALL APPROACH ME, for who is this who pledged his heart to approach Me?’ declares יהוה.

And this matter to be understood at the latter end:

Jer 30:24  The burning displeasure of יהוה shall not turn back until He has done and established the purposes of His heart. IN THE LATTER DAYS YOU SHALL UNDERSTAND IT.

We are dealing with end matters which are aforementioned, or prophecy.

And we have this same one who approaches YAHUAH in Isaiah 45:

Isa 45:24  “One shall say, ‘Only in יהוה do I have righteousness and strength’ – HE COMES TO HIM. And all those displeased with Him shall be put to shame.

And the understanding of these matters in the latter end:

Isa 45:21  “Declare and bring near, let them even take counsel together. WHO HAS ANNOUNCED THIS FROM OLD? Who has declared it from that time? Is it not I, יהוה? And there is no mighty one besides Me, a righteous Ěl and a Saviour, there is none besides Me.

Isa 46:9  “Remember the former events of old, for I am Ěl, and there is no one else – Elohim, and there is no one like Me,

Isa 46:10  declaring the end from the beginning, and from of old that which has not yet been done, saying, ‘My counsel does stand, and all My delight I do,’

Jeremiah 30 and 31 run parallel with Isaiah 45 and 46. Both prophets speak of one who is drawn to approach YAHUAH. This one is mentioned in multiple verses by both prophets. Here are some examples.

Isaiah 45:

Isa 45:13  “I have stirred him up in righteousness, and all his ways I make straight. He builds My city and lets My exiles go, not for price nor reward,” declares יהוה of hosts.

Isa 45:14  …They make supplication to you, saying, ‘Indeed, Ěl is in you, and there is none else, no mighty one.’ ”

Isa 45:15  Truly You are Ěl, who hide Yourself, O Elohim of Yisra’ěl, Saviour!

Isa 45:24  “One shall say, ‘Only in יהוה do I have righteousness and strength’ – he comes to Him. And all those displeased with Him shall be put to shame.

Isaiah 46:

Isa 46:11  calling a bird of prey from the east, the man who executes My counsel, from a distant land. Indeed I have spoken it, I also bring it to pass. I have planned it, I also do it.

Jeremiah 30:

Jer 30:9  And they shall serve יהוה their Elohim and Dawiḏ their sovereign, whom I raise up for them.

Jer 30:21  And his Prince shall be from him, and his Ruler shall come from among him. And I shall bring him near, and he shall approach Me, for who is this who pledged his heart to approach Me?’ declares יהוה.

Along with these matters of the “one who approaches” and things from earlier times revealed in the end, we also find the matter of the virgin birth mentioned by both prophets in these chapters. Again, in Jeremiah:

Jer 30:6  Ask now, and see if a man is giving birth. Why do I see every man with his hands on his loins like a woman in labour, and all faces turned pale?

Jeremiah is implying the absurdity of a situation where a woman procreates without the help of a man. As mentioned earlier, the word used for “giving birth” is the same word used to ascribe the man's act of siring or begetting a child. Jeremiah is asking to look and see if a man is participating in his role of procreation. Jeremiah accentuates this absurdity by following this implication with the equally absurd idea of a man actually giving birth with hands on hip as if in labor and in doing so, provides a level of obscurity, fortifying the parable.

We are speaking of the immaculate conception here. It is the virgin birth. Isaiah also speaks of this in chapter 7:

Isa 7:14  “Therefore יהוה Himself gives you a sign: Look, the ‘almah’ conceives and gives birth to a son, and shall call His Name Immanu’ěl.

Isa 7:15  “He eats curds and honey when He knows to refuse evil and choose the good.

Isaiah writes of the time when a woman conceives. This Seed is prophesied to do that which Adam failed to do. Adam chose the good AND the evil. This prophesied Seed of woman will choose the Good but refuse the evil. This is the prophesied Son of Adam, only it will be Adamaic lineage through the mother as there will be no human father.

This virgin birth brought on the day of Yerushalayims destruction, the day when all men stood with hands on hip and faces pale. It was when all of the inhabitants of Yerushalayim experienced the birth pangs.

Genesis chapter three prophecies of a time when strife arises between the seed of a man and the seed of a woman:

Gen 3:15  “And I put enmity between you and the woman, and between your seed and her Seed. He shall crush your head, and you shall crush His heel.”

The words for “your seed” and “her seed” differ slightly.

In Genesis 3:15, “thy seed” is referring to the seed of the serpent and is in the masculine, whereas “her seed” is referring to the woman's seed and is in the feminine.

This is showing us that her seed will not come from any man. This is referring to Yahusha who was born of woman without any fleshly paternity. He is the “her seed”. Enmity is placed between Yahusha and the seed of the serpent, the seed of the serpent being anyone born of human male lineage, or “his seed”. Even His followers denied Him once pressure arose:

Mat 26:31  Then יהושע said to them, “All of you shall stumble in Me this night, for it has been written, ‘I shall strike the Shepherd, and the sheep of the flock shall be scattered.’

The Truth can sting. Reproof and correction are a Way of Life. If you doubt, smite thine ego and bear thy weight. If you must protest, do so exuberantly and exhaust thy railings. It is good for thee to perish in the flesh.

This is the enmity between man, who has become “like” Elohim according to the flesh, according to the way of “put to death” or the way of take life, and Him who has become like Elohim according to the Spirit, according to the way of “bringing to Life”, of the giving of Life. This is what Paul was alluding to:

Rom 8:6  For the mind of the flesh is death, but the mind of the Spirit is life and peace.

Rom 8:7  Because the mind of the flesh IS ENMITY towards Elohim, for it does not subject itself to the Torah of Elohim, neither indeed is it able,

Rom 8:8  and those who are in the flesh are unable to please Elohim.

Rom 8:9  But you are not in the flesh but in the Spirit, if indeed the Spirit of Elohim dwells in you. And if anyone does not have the Spirit of Messiah, this one is not His.

Understanding this, it's quite clear to see why there is such enmity between the two. One sees through a lense of death and destruction, while the other sees through a lense of Life and restoration.

As mentioned, this Seed of woman is brought forth without the assistance of a man. Isaiah prophesied of this in chapter 7 with the almah conceiving and giving birth to a son. He also makes mention in Isaiah 45:

Isa 45:10  “Woe to him who says to his father, ‘What are you bringing forth?’ Or to the woman, ‘What are you labouring over?’ ”

Isaiah 45:10 is clearly referencing a birth. “Bringing forth” in verse 10 is the same “yalad” in Jeremiah 30:

Jer 30:6  Ask now, and see if a man is “giving birth/yalad”.

Remember these chapters in Jeremiah and Isaiah are parallel chapters running congruent with each other. In Isaiah it is said “woe to him who says to his father, what are you bringing forth/yalad?”, which is prompting a question. In Jeremiah 30, the question is “ask now, and see if a man is bringing forth/yalad”.

Matthew chapter 1 verse 20 shows us the manifestation of the “bringing forth” mentioned in Isaiah 45:10 and Jeremiah 30:6:

Mat 1:20  But while he thought about this, see, a messenger of יהוה appeared to him in a dream, saying, “Yosěph, son of Dawiḏ, do not be afraid to take Miryam as your wife, for that which is in her WAS BROUGHT FORTH FROM THE SET-APART SPIRIT.

Just as in Hebrew, the Greek makes no distinction between the begetting of the father and the bearing of the mother. The same word is used for both.

Matthew 1:20 speaks of the fruition of that which had been scribed many years prior by the prophets.

Isaiah 45:10 says “woe to him who says to his father…”. The Father that Isaiah is referring to here is YAHUAH, as clarified through the context of the surrounding verses:

Isa 45:9  “Woe to him who strives with his Maker! (a potsherd with the potsherds of the earth). Does clay say to him who forms it, ‘What are you making?’ Or your handiwork say, ‘He has no hands’?

Isa 45:10  “Woe to him who says to his father, ‘What are you bringing forth?’ Or to the woman, ‘What are you labouring over?’ ”

Isa 45:11  Thus said יהוה, the Set-apart One of Yisra’ěl, and his Maker, “Do you ask Me about My sons what is to come? And about the work of My hands do you command Me?

Isa 45:12  “I have made the earth, and created man on it. I, My hands have stretched out the heavens, and all their host I have commanded.

Isa 45:13  “I have stirred him up in righteousness, and all his ways I make straight. He builds My city and lets My exiles go, not for price nor reward,” declares יהוה of hosts.

The Father of verse 10 is the same Maker of verse 9. Verse 11 gives us more depth of clarity. Verse 11 reveals that the Set Apart One of Yisrael, which is referring to Yahusha, and His Maker, or His Father, are one and the same:

Isa 45:11  Thus said יהוה, the Set-apart One of Yisra’ěl, and his Maker,...

They both are the Spirit of YAHUAH.

Verse 11 specifies that what YAHUAH is bringing forth are His Sons:

Isa 45:11  …“Do you ask Me about My sons what is to come? And about the work of My hands do you command Me?

We see that YAHUAH makes sure to specify that they are the “work of His hands”. This is to distinguish between that which is made by the hands of man:

Isa 2:8  And their land is filled with idols; they bow themselves to the work of their own hands, to what their own fingers have made.

What is the work of their own hands? It is their religious systems of worship. It is their temples and all that fills them:

Act 7:44  “The Tent of Witness was with our fathers in the wilderness, as He appointed, instructing Mosheh to make it according to the pattern that he had seen,

Act 7:45  which our fathers, having received it in turn, also brought with Yehoshua into the land possessed by the nations, whom Elohim drove out before the face of our fathers until the days of Dawiḏ,

Act 7:46  who found favour before Elohim and asked to find a dwelling for the Elohim of Ya‛aqoḇ,

Act 7:47  but Shelomoh built Him a house.

Act 7:48  “However, the Most High does not dwell in dwellings made with hands, as the prophet says:

The Most High does not dwell in dwellings made with mans hands. The tabernacle and temple were forerunners of what Isaiah 45 calls the “work of His Hands”. The tabernacle and temple were made with mans hands. YAHUAH chooses to dwell in that which was made by His own Hands, or the “Work of His own Hands”, even His sons.

Yahusha announced the arrival of this New Work, a Work not wrought by man:

Jhn 2:19  יהושע answered and said to them, “Destroy this Dwelling Place, and in three days I shall raise it.”

Jhn 2:20  Then the Yehuḏim said, “It took forty-six years to build this Dwelling Place, and You are going to raise it in three days?”

Jhn 2:21  But He spoke about the Dwelling Place of His body.

Act 7:48  “However, the Most High does not dwell in dwellings made with hands, as the prophet says:

1Co 6:19  Or do you not know that your body is the Dwelling Place of the Set-apart Spirit who is in you, which you have from Elohim, and you are not your own?

Yahusha was the Firstborn of many:

Rom 8:16  The Spirit Himself bears witness with our spirit that we are children of Elohim,

Rom 8:17  and if children, also heirs – truly heirs of Elohim, and co-heirs with Messiah, if indeed we suffer with Him, in order that we also be exalted together…

Rom 8:29  Because those whom He knew beforehand, He also ordained beforehand to be conformed to the likeness of His Son, for Him to be the first-born among many brothers.

Those who collectively make up the New Temple follow Yahusha, the firstborn of many brethren, or “sons”, as Isaiah forecasted:

Isa 45:11  Thus said יהוה, the Set-apart One of Yisra’ěl, and his Maker, “Do you ask Me about My sons what is to come? And about the work of My hands do you command Me?

Isaiah goes on to mention Yahusha:

Isa 45:13  “I have stirred him up in righteousness, and all his ways I make straight. He builds My city and lets My exiles go, not for price nor reward,” declares יהוה of hosts.

Isa 45:14  Thus said יהוה, “The labour of Mitsrayim and merchandise of Kush and of the Seḇaites, men of size, come over to you and they are yours. They walk behind you, they come over in chains, and they bow down to you. They make supplication to you, saying, INDEED, EL IS IN YOU, and there is none else, no mighty one.’ ”

Isa 45:15  Truly You are Ěl, who hide Yourself, O Elohim of Yisra’ěl, Saviour!

Isaiah 49 goes on to expound on this “hidden one” and identifies Him as the One YAHUAH formed in the womb, as opposed to the normal process of man providing his own seed to form the child:

Isa 49:1   Listen to Me, O coastlands, and hear, you peoples from afar! יהוה has called Me from the womb, from My mother’s belly He has caused My Name to be remembered.

Isa 49:2  And He made My mouth like a sharp sword, in the shadow of His hand He hid Me, and made Me a polished shaft. In His quiver He hid Me.”

Isa 49:3  And He said to Me, ‘You are My servant, O Yisra’ěl, in whom I am adorned.’

Isa 49:4  And I said, ‘I have laboured in vain, I have spent my strength for emptiness, and in vain. But my right-ruling is with יהוה, and my work with my Elohim.’ ”

Isa 49:5  And now said יהוה – WHO FORMED ME FROM THE WOMB to be His Servant, to bring Ya‛aqoḇ back to Him, though Yisra’ěl is not gathered to Him, yet I am esteemed in the eyes of יהוה, and My Elohim has been My strength –

Isa 49:6  and He says, “Shall it be a small matter for You to be My Servant to raise up the tribes of Ya‛aqoḇ, and to bring back the preserved ones of Yisra’ěl? And I shall give You as a light to the nations, to be My deliverance to the ends of the earth!”

The first man who was formed in the womb without the seed of man was Adam. He was the first Work of YAHUAHS Hand. The womb he was formed in was the womb of the earth. Man was created to be the Vessel of YAHUAH.

Isaiah 46 forecasts the virgin birth as well.

Isa 46:3  “Listen to Me, O house of Ya‛aqoḇ, and all the remnant of the house of Yisra’ěl, who are borne from the belly, who are carried from the womb:

Isa 46:4  even to your old age, I am He, and even to grey hairs I carry! I HAVE MADE AND I BEAR, and I CARRY AND RESCUE.

Isa 46:5  “To whom do you liken Me, and compare Me and make Me similar, that we should be alike?

YAHUAH is making distinction between His Firstborn Chosen Vessel whom He Himself formed in the womb, and everyone else who has come from the womb. To whom do you liken Me, He asks.

The word for RESCUE above in verse 4 is the same word used in Isaiah 66:

Isa 66:7  “Before she laboured, she gave birth; before a pain came to her, she was DELIVERED of a male child.

The word used for carry in 46:4 is:

H5445   (Strong)

סָבַל

sâbal

saw-bal'

A primitive root; to carry (literally or figuratively), or (reflexively) be burdensome; specifically to be gravid: - bear, be a burden, carry, strong to labour.

This word means to be gravid. Gravid means to be pregnant:

adjective: gravid:

pregnant; carrying eggs or young.

"the retroverted gravid uterus"

The word CARRY above in 46:4 is used 9 times in the OT. According to the 4 verses in which Isaiah used it, it is exclusively used in connection with Yahusha:

Isa 53:4  Truly, He has borne our sicknesses and CARRIED our pains. Yet we reckoned Him smitten·, stricken by Elohim, and afflicted.

Isa 53:11  He would see the result of the suffering of His life and be satisfied. Through His knowledge My righteous Servant makes many righteous, and He BEARS their crookednesses.

Isaiah 53 is the iconic chapter which details Yahusha and his ministry.

The two other times Isaiah uses this word are both in chapter 46:

Isa 46:4  even to your old age, I am He, and even to grey hairs I carry! I have made and I bear, and I CARRY and rescue.

Isa 46:7  “They bear it on the shoulder, they CARRY it and set it in its place, and it stands – from its place it does not move. Though one cries out to it, it does not answer, nor save him from his distress.

Verse 4 speaks of YAHUAH carrying and rescuing, whereas verse 7 speaks of the images that the peoples depend upon for salvation. Isaiah uses this word carry in context of salvation. Whether it be salvation provided by YAHUAH or it be the idea of salvation wrought among the nations through their religious systems and the idols thereof, it is all salvation, and even the skewed sense of salvation the nations have adopted  are based upon YAHUAHS promise of sending the Helper spoken of in Genesis 2 and 3.

The subject of Isaiah 46 revolves around the matter of YAHUAH creating and bringing His sons to birth.

Isa 46:8  “Remember this, and show yourselves men; turn it back, you transgressors.

Isa 46:9  “REMEMBER THE FORMER EVENTS OF OLD, for I am Ěl, and there is no one else – Elohim, AND THERE IS NO ONE LIKE ME,

Isa 46:10  declaring the end from the beginning, and from of old that which has not yet been done, saying, ‘My counsel does stand, and all My delight I do,’

Isa 46:11  calling a bird of prey from the east, the man who executes My counsel, from a distant land. Indeed I have spoken it, I also bring it to pass. I have planned it, I also do it.

YAHUAH says, “My counsel does stand, and all My delight I do”. This is speaking of the advent of Yahusha, the bird of prey:

Mat 3:16  And having been immersed, יהושע went up immediately from the water, and see, the heavens were opened, and He saw the Spirit of Elohim descending like a dove and coming upon Him,

Mat 3:17  and see, a voice out of the heavens, saying, “This is My Son, the Beloved, IN WHOM I DELIGHT.”

Again, Isaiah 45 and 46 are speaking of the Sons of YAHUAH, and this is spoken of in context of His Delight:

Isa 45:11  Thus said יהוה, the Set-apart One of Yisra’ěl, and his Maker, “Do you ask Me about My sons what is to come? And about the work of My hands do you command Me?

Isa 46:10  declaring the end from the beginning, and from of old that which has not yet been done, saying, ‘My counsel does stand, and ALL MY DELIGHT I DO,’

Mat 3:17  and see, a voice out of the heavens, saying, “This is My Son, the Beloved, IN WHOM I DELIGHT.”

The adherents of the old way maintain that the virgin birth is just a farce. They do not believe it is part of their theology. The virgin birth is one element of Christianity that makes the Gospel a little bit difficult to accept.

They have no qualms in believing that YAHUAH created Adam from clay. But they reject the account of the virgin birth. The matter has simply been kept from them, hidden behind parables, and so it has not been adopted into their belief.

If they would have known about the prophesied virgin birth Yahusha would have likely been venerated as opposed to being vilified. But as it was, vilification was the prescription:

Isa 53:1   Who has believed our report? And to whom was the arm of יהוה revealed?

Isa 53:2  For He grew up before Him as a tender plant, and as a root out of dry ground. He has no form or splendour that we should look upon Him, nor appearance that we should desire Him –

Isa 53:3  despised and rejected by men, a man of pains and knowing sickness. And as one from whom the face is hidden, being despised, and we did not consider Him.

Here we see that He grew up like a root out of dry ground. This is a reference to His being formed in an unfertilized womb. We see in the next verse that He was not considered. This is because there was no expectation of one coming from an unfertilized womb, not because it wasn't forecasted, because here it is, right here in Isaiah. The reason it wasn't considered was because this knowledge was kept from them. They were blinded.

Deu 32:28  “For they are a nation lost to counsel, And there is no understanding in them.

Deu 32:29  “If they were wise, They would understand this, They would consider their latter end!

Seeing that this virgin birth was unforeseen, Mary would have been reluctant to make the matter known. If she would have brought this matter forth, she would have been labeled a whore. Instead, they were fine with Joseph being seen as the father.

And so, because He was not considered, vilification:

Isa 53:2  For He grew up before Him as a tender plant, and as a root out of dry ground. He has no form or splendour that we should look upon Him, nor appearance that we should desire Him –

Isa 53:3  despised and rejected by men, a man of pains and knowing sickness. And as one from whom the face is hidden, being despised, and we did not consider Him.

Isa 53:4  Truly, He has borne our sicknesses and carried our pains. Yet we reckoned Him smitten·, stricken by Elohim, and afflicted.

Isa 53:5  But He was pierced for our transgressions, He was crushed for our crookednesses. The chastisement for our peace was upon Him, and by His stripes we are healed.

By His stripes comes the healing, but only if His testimony is accepted and believed. By His stripes we are healed, and by way of His parables we are not:

Mat 13:34  יהושע said all this to the crowds in parables, and He did not speak to them without a parable,

Mat 13:35  so that what was spoken by the prophet might be filled, saying, “I shall open My mouth in parables, I shall pour forth what has been hidden from the foundation of the world.”

Mat 13:10  And the taught ones came and said to Him, “Why do You speak to them in parables?”

Mat 13:11  And He answering, said to them, “Because it has been given to you to know the secrets of the reign of the heavens, but to them it has not been given…

Mat 13:13  “Because of this I speak to them in parables, because seeing they do not see, and hearing they do not hear, nor do they understand.

Mat 13:14  “And in them the prophecy of Yeshayahu is completely filled, which says, ‘Hearing you shall hear and by no means understand, and seeing you shall see and by no means perceive,

Mat 13:15  for the heart of this people has become thickened, and their ears are hard of hearing, and their eyes they have closed, lest they should see with their eyes and hear with their ears, lest they should understand with their heart, and turn back, and I heal them.’

And so by way of the belief in the One born of a virgin, by way of His death, comes healing, but for those of whom the parable has beriddled and bewildered…not so much.

The words have been long written down and passed on from father to son, father to son, but they have blinded the handlers. The promise of the virgin birth is very much recorded and documented, but, to the chagrin of the treacherous, has not been perceived.

Isa 52:10  יהוה shall lay bare His set-apart arm in the eyes of all the nations. And all the ends of the earth shall see the deliverance of our Elohim.

Isa 52:13  See, My Servant shall work wisely, He shall be exalted and lifted up and very high.

Isa 52:14  As many were astonished at You – so the disfigurement beyond any man’s and His form beyond the sons of men –

Isa 52:15  He shall likewise startle many nations. Sovereigns shut their mouths at Him, for what had not been recounted to them they shall see, and what they had not heard they shall understand.

Isa 53:1   Who has believed our report? And to whom was the arm of יהוה revealed?

Isa 53:2  For He grew up before Him as a tender plant, and as a root out of dry ground. He has no form or splendour that we should look upon Him, nor appearance that we should desire Him –

Isa 53:3  despised and rejected by men, a man of pains and knowing sickness. And as one from whom the face is hidden, being despised, and we did not consider Him.

Yea, He shall startle many nations. “Startle” means to cleanse:

A primitive root; to spirt, that is, besprinkle (especially in expiation): - sprinkle.

Expiation is:

An expiation is a guilt offering:

Isa 52:15  He shall likewise startle (expiate) many nations…

Isa 53:10  But יהוה was pleased to crush Him, He laid sickness on Him, that when HE MADE HIMSELF AN OFFERING FOR GUILT, He would see a seed, He would prolong His days and the pleasure of יהוה prosper in His hand.

Isa 53:11  He would see the result of the suffering of His life and be satisfied. Through His knowledge My righteous Servant MAKES MANY RIGHTEOUS, and He bears their crookednesses.

As we covered previously, the nations who are “startled” are all the nations that stem from Ham, Shem, and Japheth. That means ALL nations, and this is the promise made to Abraham:

Gen 22:18  “And in your seed all the nations of the earth shall be blessed, because you have obeyed My voice.”

Isa 53:10  But יהוה was pleased to crush Him, He laid sickness on Him, that when He made Himself an offering for guilt, He would see a seed, He would prolong His days and the pleasure of יהוה prosper in His hand.

I have not composed these reports to convince the unbelievers…nay, never think it - perish the thought. I have come to strengthen that which remains. I have come to give anchor. I have come with pillar and fastener, and rod and staff. I have come with the Testimony of Yahusha Messiah. Yea, I have come.
