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CHAPTER 1

Tearing the Veil

Reentry into the Garden

✦ ✦ ✦

Now we will look into the tearing of the veil which covered the holy of holies and peer into the implications thereof.

The veil which was embroidered with kerubim and which guarded the holy of holies represented the Aaronic Priesthood. The veil also represents the kerubim who were charged with guarding the way to the Tree of Life. The holy of holies represented the “midst of the Garden” in which was the Tree of Life. The veil was placed at the east of the holy of holies, just as the kerubim were placed at the east of the Garden. Both the kerubim and the Aaronic priesthood were charged with guarding from their post in the east:

Num 3:10  “And appoint Aharon and his sons, and they shall guard their priesthood. And the stranger who comes near shall be put to death.”

Num 3:38  And those who were to camp before the Dwelling Place on the east, before the Tent of Appointment, were Mosheh and Aharon, and his sons, guarding the duty of the set-apart place, and the duty of the children of Yisra’ěl. But the stranger who came near was to be put to death.

Gen 3:24  and He drove the man out. And He placed keruḇim at the east of the garden of Ěḏen, and a flaming sword which turned every way, to guard the way to the tree of life.

Reentry

One thing the tearing of the veil is showing us is that the way to the Garden is no longer guarded, but man can reenter. The reason for this is that Yahusha fulfilled the requirements of reconciliation for Adams transgression, thus undoing the bounds which were established as a result of Adams transgression, the bounds being the kerubim sentinels guarding the Garden, represented by the veil. The death of Yahusha and spilling of His blood satisfied the penalty for Adams doings, which is why, when Yahusha expired on the cross, the veil was rent:

Mat 27:50  And יהושע cried out again with a loud voice, and gave up His spirit.

Mat 27:51  And see, the veil of the Dwelling Place was torn in two from top to bottom, and the earth was shaken, and the rocks were split,

The veil was rent and man was allowed to reenter Paradise, or the Garden. Consider the following interaction:

Luk 23:39  And one of the evil-doers who were hanged, was speaking evil of Him, saying, “If You are the Messiah, save Yourself and us.”

Luk 23:40  But the other, responding, rebuked him, saying, “Do you not even fear Elohim, since you are under the same judgment?

Luk 23:41  “And we, indeed, rightly so, for we receive the due reward of our deeds, but this One has done no wrong.”

Luk 23:42  And he said to יהושע, “Master, remember me when You come into Your reign.”

Luk 23:43  And יהושע said to him, “Truly, I say to you today, you shall be with Me in paradise.”

The word paradise is being used to refer to the Garden.

Rev 2:7  “He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the assemblies. To him who overcomes I shall give to eat from the tree of life, which is in the midst of the paradise of Elohim.”

As mentioned, the veil represented the Aaronic priesthood, specifically the Aaronic high priest who was the only one allowed to pass through the veil and enter into the holy of holies. In the beginning this function was performed by Aaron himself, acting as veil, guarding the charge. So the veil in a sense is a type of flesh in that it represents a man.

Heb 10:19  So, brothers, having boldness to enter into the Set-apart Place by the blood of יהושע,

Heb 10:20  by a new and living way which He instituted for us, through the veil, that is, His flesh,

Heb 10:21  and having a High Priest over the House of Elohim,

Here we see that the veil also represents Yahushas flesh, and that Yahusha has become our new High Priest. The old ways were a foreshadowing of the New.

Hebrews chapter 10 verses 1 through 18 provide some juxtaposition for the above three verses. Leading up to these verses, the beginning of Hebrews 10 tells us how the old priesthood, the Aaronic priesthood, never actually atoned for Adams transgression. The Aaronic priesthood only filled the requirements of the blood covenant made with Yisrael through Moses in the wilderness:

Heb 10:1   For the Torah, having a shadow of the good matters to come, and not the image itself of the matters, was never able to make perfect those who draw near with the same slaughter offerings which they offer continually year by year.

Heb 10:2  Otherwise, would they not have ceased to be offered? Because those who served, once cleansed, would have had no more consciousness of sins.

Heb 10:3  But in those offerings is a reminder of sins year by year.

Heb 10:4  For it is impossible for blood of bulls and goats to take away sins.

The offering up of the blood of beasts in the holy of holies by the Aaronic priesthood was a condition of the old covenant. It was to serve as a reminder of the Garden sin, as well as a reminder that Yisrael was still bound to that sinful nature.

When Yahusha expired, the renting of the veil signaled that the old Aaronic priesthood was officially nullified. The tearing of the veil symbolized the destruction of the High Priest, both the Aaronic and Yahusha. Yahushas death removed the old so that He could be set up in its place:

Heb 10:5  Therefore, coming into the world, He says, “Slaughtering and meal offering You did not desire, but a body You have prepared for Me.

Heb 10:6  “In ascending offerings and offerings for sin You did not delight.

Heb 10:7  “Then I said, ‘See, I come – in the roll of the book it has been written concerning Me – to do Your desire, O Elohim.’ ”

Heb 10:8  Saying above, “Slaughter and meal offering, and ascending offerings, and offerings for sin YOU DID NOT DESIRE, NOR DELIGHTED IN,” WHICH ARE OFFERED ACCORDING TO THE TORAH,

Heb 10:9  then He said, “See, I come to do Your desire, O Elohim.” HE TAKES AWAY THE FIRST TO ESTABLISH THE SECOND.

This was prophesied to take place per the pen of David, the father of the Mashiach Ben David:

Psa 40:1  I waited, waited for יהוה; And He inclined to me, and heard my cry.

Psa 40:2  And He drew me Out of the pit of destruction, Out of the muddy clay, And He set my feet upon a rock, He is establishing my steps…

Psa 40:6  Slaughtering and meal offering YOU DID NOT DESIRE; You have opened my ears; Ascending offering and sin offering You did not ask for.

Psa 40:7  Then I said, “See, I have come; In the scroll of the Book it is prescribed for me.

Psa 40:8  I have delighted to do Your pleasure, O my Elohim, And Your Torah is within my heart.”

Psa 40:9  I have proclaimed the good news of righteousness, In the great assembly; See, I do not restrain my lips, O יהוה, You know.

David points out:

Psa 40:6  Slaughtering and meal offering YOU DID NOT DESIRE; You have opened my ears; Ascending offering and sin offering You did not ask for.

We see that the slaughtering and offerings which were according to the Mosaic covenant were not YAHUAHS desire. They are the desires of the flesh, or to say it another way, they are the desires of the devil:

Jhn 8:44  “You are of your father the devil, and the desires of your father you wish to do. He was a murderer from the beginning, and has not stood in the truth, because there is no truth in him. When he speaks the lie, he speaks of his own, for he is a liar and the father of it.

And:

Jhn 10:10  “The thief does not come except to steal, and to slaughter, and to destroy. I have come that they might possess life, and that they might possess it beyond measure.

Yisrael was allowed to walk according to Torah, and the Torah was a system set up to be completely responsive to the flesh. It gave the flesh a stage.

Gal 5:18  But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not under Torah.

Gal 5:19  And the works of the flesh are well-known, which are these: adultery, whoring, uncleanness, indecency,

Gal 5:20  idolatry, drug sorcery, hatred, quarrels, jealousies, fits of rage, selfish ambitions, dissensions, factions,

Gal 5:21  envy, murders, drunkenness, wild parties, and the like – of which I forewarn you, even as I also said before, that those who practise such as these shall not inherit the reign of Elohim.

We see here in Galatians that those under Torah work according to the flesh.

Because of Yisraels disobedience in the wilderness they were given the Torah of Moses:

Gal 3:19  Why, then, the Torah? It was added because of transgressions, until the Seed should come to whom the promise was made. And it was ordained through messengers in the hand of a mediator.

The adding of the Torah because of transgressions is what Psalm 81 is speaking of:

Psa 81:10  “I am יהוה your Elohim, Who brought you out of the land of Mitsrayim; Open your mouth wide, and I fill it.

Psa 81:11  “But My people did not listen to My voice, And Yisra’ěl would not submit to Me.

Psa 81:12  “So I gave them over to their own stubborn heart, To walk in their own counsels.

Psa 81:13  “O, if My people had listened to Me, Yisra’ěl would walk in My ways,

As in Ezekiel:

Ezk 20:23  “Also, I Myself lifted My hand in an oath to those in the wilderness, to scatter them among the nations and disperse them throughout the lands,

Ezk 20:24  because they had not done My right-rulings, and they rejected My laws, and they profaned My Sabbaths, and their eyes were on their fathers’ idols.

Ezk 20:25  “And I also gave them up to laws that were not good, and right-rulings by which they would not live.

The Torah of Moses along with the Aaronic priesthood and all that it entailed was the laws that were not good and right rulings by which they would not live. There was no actual salvation in all of that, only a shadow of things to come.

Gal 3:24  Therefore the Torah became our trainer unto Messiah, in order to be declared right by belief.

Gal 3:25  And after belief has come, we are no longer under a trainer.

The Belief has come, hence the Torah of Moses has become null and void.

And so the veil being removed is the removal of the Aaronic priesthood, a priesthood who brought the blood of innocent beasts into the holy of holies for the purpose of being in compliance with the old covenant. With this priesthood being removed, a new High Priest has been set up, instituted by giving his own flesh, or veil, over to destruction, offering His blood not according to the Mosaic covenant, but according to the precepts given to Noah, the precept which would satisfy the debt of Adam:

Gen 9:5  “But only your blood for your lives I require, from the hand of every beast I require it, and from the hand of man. From the hand of every man’s brother I require the life of man.

Gen 9:6  “Whoever sheds man’s blood, by man his blood is shed, for in the image of Elohim has He made man.

Heb 9:15  And because of this He is the Mediator of a renewed covenant, so that, death having taken place for redemption of the transgressions under the first covenant, those who are called might receive the promise of the everlasting inheritance.

We see that Yahushas death was for the redemption of the transgressions under the first covenant. The first covenant was the covenant made with Adam:

Gen 2:16  And יהוה Elohim commanded the man, saying, “Eat of every tree of the garden,

Gen 2:17  but do not eat of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, for in the day that you eat of it you shall certainly die.”

A covenant is simply an agreement. The first covenant was the agreement that Adam could dwell in the Garden as long as he followed the Law.

Hebrews goes on to specify Yahusha redeeming this first covenant:

Heb 9:18  Therefore not even the first covenant was instituted without blood…

Heb 9:24  For Messiah has not entered into a Set-apart Place made by hand – figures of the true – but into the heaven itself, now to appear in the presence of Elohim on our behalf,

Heb 9:25  not that He should offer Himself often, as the high priest enters into the Set-apart Place year by year with blood not his own.

Heb 9:26  For if so, He would have had to suffer often, SINCE THE FOUNDATION OF THE WORLD. But now He has appeared once for all at the end of the ages to put away sin by the offering of Himself.

The Aaronic high priest offered the blood of beast often, even from the inception of the Mosaic covenant.

The New High Priest offered His blood to satisfy the first covenant, the Adamaic covenant. This is why Hebrew said that if the New High Priest would have offered His own blood as often as the Aaronic High Priest offered, He would have had to have begun doing so from the foundation of the world, because that's when the first covenant was instituted.

Remember, the Mosaic covenant and all that was Exodus was modeled after the Garden. The priesthood was also modeled after the events surrounding the Garden. The Mosaic covenant was merely and extension of the first covenant. Abel was the first “high priest”, offering slaughterings according to the way man was turned over to, the way of slaughter. He offered the lamb for the reminder of sins, specifically Adams sin.

And this is why Abel's offering was considered righteous, because he was acting as a mediator on behalf of those who worked and walked according to the curse, namely Adam and Cain.

Cain was brought forth according to the flesh. He was brought forth from the loins of Adam:

Gen 4:1   And Aḏam knew Ḥawwah his wife, and she conceived and bore Qayin, and said, “I have gained a man, יהוה.”

Let us look at the name Cain:

H7014   (Strong)

קַיִן

qayin

kah'-yin

The same as H7013 (with a play upon the affinity to H7069); Kajin, the name of the first child, also of a place in Palestine, and of an Oriental tribe: - Cain, Kenite (-s).

H7013   (Strong)

קַיִן

qayin

kah'-yin

From H6969 in the original sense of fixity; a lance (as striking fast): - spear.

Cain was brought forth by Adam, the father of the flesh. Cain was brought forth by way of the union of Adam and Eve, according to the traditional method of procreation, through the act of copulation. Cains name signifies this. The lance or spear that strikes fast is a reference to the function of the male reproductive organ. The name Cain is a play on H7069:

H7069   (Strong)

קָנָה

qânâh

kaw-naw'

A primitive root; to erect, that is, create; by extension to procure, especially by purchase (causatively sell); by implication to own: - attain, buy (-er), teach to keep cattle, get, provoke to jealousy, possess (-or), purchase, recover, redeem, X surely, X verily.

To erect, just as the lance or spear.

The name Cain comes from H6969:

H6969   (Strong)

קוּן

qûn

koon

A primitive root; to strike a musical note, that is, chant or wail (at a funeral): - lament, mourning woman.

Cain comes from the word which means to lament. Lamentation is the fruit of sorrow. Cain was to fulfill the curse given to Eve:

Gen 3:16  To the woman He said, “I greatly increase your sorrow and your conception – bring forth children in pain. And your desire is for your husband, and he does rule over you.”

Cain was brought forth according to the flesh and the curse thereof. We see that Cain was a tiller of the ground:

Gen 4:2  …but Qayin became a tiller of the ground.

This too was according to the flesh and the curse thereof:

Gen 3:17  And to the man He said, “Because you have listened to the voice of your wife, and have eaten of the tree of which I commanded you, saying, ‘Do not eat of it’: “Cursed is the ground because of you, in toil you are to eat of it all the days of your life,

Gen 3:18  and the ground shall bring forth thorns and thistles for you, and you shall eat the plants of the field.

Gen 3:19  “By the sweat of your face you are to eat bread until you return to the ground, for out of it you were taken. For dust you are, and to dust you return.”

Cain was creeping in and taking sheep from Abel's flock, donning the wool and chewing the fat. He walked according to the flesh

Jhn 10:10  “The thief does not come except to steal, and to slaughter, and to destroy.

The first Law given to Adam was do not murder and eat the flesh, or do not take the fruit from the tree of knowledge.

Jer 11:19  But I was like a gentle lamb brought to the slaughter. And I did not know that they had plotted against me, saying, “Let us destroy the tree with its fruit, and let us cut him off from the land of the living

Adam cast that Law behind him and was commanded to walk according to the desires of his heart, and this was according to the way of the flesh, the way of slaughter.

Jhn 8:44  “You are of your father the devil, and the desires of your father you wish to do. He was a murderer from the beginning, and has not stood in the truth, because there is no truth in him.

In this system, man had to continue leaning on his own understanding, depending upon the very act that declared him guilty in the Garden for his continued existence, even the slaughtering of beast.

Pro 1:28  “Let them then call on me, but I answer not; Let them seek me, but not find me. (Just as the first two hid)

Pro 1:29  “Because they hated knowledge And did not choose the fear of יהוה,

Pro 1:30  “They did not accept my counsel, They despised all my reproof,

Pro 1:31  “Therefore let them eat the fruit of their own way, And be filled with their own counsels.

On account of the nature of man, the way of the flesh, Abel slaughtered and shed the blood in order to cleanse Cain and Adam according to that first covenant, the same covenant which was renewed with Yisrael in the wilderness, as the matters of the Exodus were given according to the pattern Moses was shown, the pattern of the Garden.

Ezk 20:25  “And I also gave them up to laws that were not good, and right-rulings by which they would not live.

Ezk 20:26  “And I defiled them by their own gifts, as they passed all their first-born through the fire, so that I might stun them, so that they know that I am יהוה.” ’

It was the passing of the first born through the fire, namely Yahusha, that stunned Yisrael, just like it was the killing of Abel that brought Cain to truly know YAHUAH.

From Abel to Zekaryah, they were all part of that same system, the first covenant:

Mat 23:34  “Because of this, see, I send you prophets, and wise men, and scholars of Scripture. Some of them you shall kill and impale, and some of them you shall flog in your congregations and persecute from city to city,

Mat 23:35  so that on you should come all the righteous blood shed on the earth, from the blood of righteous Heḇel to the blood of Zeḵaryah, son of Bereḵyah, whom you murdered between the Dwelling Place and the slaughter-place.

The first covenant has been rectified. The restitution for Adams transgression has been accomplished:

Jhn 19:28  After this, יהושע, knowing that all had been accomplished, in order that the Scripture might be accomplished, said, “I thirst!”

Jhn 19:29  A bowl of sour wine stood there, and they filled a sponge with sour wine, put it on hyssop, and held it to His mouth.

Jhn 19:30  So when יהושע took the sour wine He said, “It has been accomplished!” And bowing His head, He gave up His spirit.

And after the debt was paid, the Promised Helper, the Helper of Genesis 2, was given:

Gen 2:21  So יהוה Elohim caused a deep sleep to fall on the man, and he slept. And He took one of his ribs, and closed up the flesh in its place.

Gen 2:22  And the rib which יהוה Elohim had taken from the man He made into a woman, and He brought her to the man.

Immediately after Yahusha satisfied the debt of Adam, the sign that the Helper would now be given was shown by the opening of Yahushas side at his rib and allowing the Water to flow out:

Jhn 19:34  But one of the soldiers pierced His side with a spear, and instantly blood and water came out.

Jhn 19:35  And he who has seen has witnessed, and his witness is true. And he knows that he is speaking the truth, in order that you might believe.

Jhn 19:36  For this took place in order for the Scripture to be filled: “Not one of His bones shall be broken.”

Jhn 19:37  And again another Scripture says, “They shall look on Him whom they pierced.”

His flesh was opened, just as the veil was opened, and the result was a New Covenant, and a New Manner of walking, not according to the slaughter of beasts, but according to self accountability.

Jhn 7:37  And on the last day, the great day of the festival, יהושע stood and cried out, saying, “If anyone thirsts, let him come to Me, and let him who believes in Me drink.

Jhn 7:38  “As the Scripture said, out of His innermost shall flow rivers of living water.”

Jhn 7:39  And this He said concerning the Spirit, which those believing in Him were about to receive, for the Set-apart Spirit was not yet given, because יהושע was not yet esteemed.

Jhn 15:26  “And when the Helper comes, whom I shall send to you from the Father, the Spirit of the Truth, who comes from the Father, He shall bear witness of Me,

Jhn 16:7  “But I say the truth to you. It is better for you that I go away, for if I do not go away, the Helper shall not come to you at all, but if I go, I shall send Him to you.

Jhn 20:20  And having said this, He showed them His hands and His side. The taught ones therefore rejoiced when they saw the Master.

Jhn 20:21  Then יהושע said to them again, “Peace to you! As the Father has sent Me, I also send you.”

Jhn 20:22  And having said this, He breathed on them, and said to them, “Receive the Set-apart Spirit.

The first covenant has been satisfied, all the way from Adam to Yahusha, and now the Helper has come. No need for Mosaics. No need for men guarding the door. No more need of fire and sword, of blood and smoke. At least not for the Believers.

And so the veil represents the tearing down of the barrier which kept man from the Garden. This barrier was the flesh. It was man in his state of condemnation. Man was condemned, or kept from the Garden, because a Man had not yet been sent forth to offer his flesh unto destruction for the sole purpose of destroying the veil. This destroying of the veil reconciled the debt man incurred as a result of Adams violating the first covenant. The tearing of the veil, which represented the Aaronic priesthood, was done so One could enter the holy of holies who was not of the tribe of Aaron. Only Aaron and his successive seed who served as high priest were permitted to pass through that veil. The tearing of the veil allowed for Yahusha, One not descended from Aaron, to enter into the holy of holies. Yahusha was the first one to reenter the Garden.

Luk 23:43  And יהושע said to him, “Truly, I say to you today, you shall be with Me in paradise.”

Heb 9:11  But Messiah, having become a High Priest of the coming good matters, through the greater and more perfect Tent not made with hands, that is, not of this creation,

Heb 9:12  entered into the Most Set-apart Place once for all, not with the blood of goats and calves, but with His own blood, having obtained everlasting redemption.

We know that reentry has been granted.

CHAPTER 2

The Veil Between

Understanding What Was Torn

✦ ✦ ✦

We have discussed the tearing of the veil at the death of Yahusha and how it represented man's ability to reenter the Garden.

To take this a step further, we must understand what the veil, the veil being the flesh, was concealing.

As we have discussed, the tabernacle was a type of Adam, or man. The components of that old system were symbolic of man being dead in the flesh. The word tabernacle implies a grave. The word for ark doubles as coffin. The veil was created to represent the flesh and was made to be rent in order to emulate the dying of the flesh.

Understanding this, we must come to understand that the ark of the covenant and all of its accessories, which were made to be hidden behind the veil of the flesh, were made to represent an idea. Well, more than just an idea, really, it was made to represent a state of being as well as certain processes which were happening in this state. These things were functionally imperceptible to the mind of man, hence they were “concealed behind a veil”. This is what Paul was referring to:

Rom 7:15  For what I work, I know not. For what I wish, that I do not practise, but what I hate, that I do…

Rom 7:24  Wretched man that I am! Who shall deliver me from this body of death?

The tabernacle, as it was constructed in the wilderness, was made to represent mankind in the flesh.

The inner sanctuary, or the holy of holies, is a type of the “heart” of man. The veil which covered the holy of holies represents the flesh, but more specifically, it represents the “mind of the flesh”.

Inside the holy of holies was a graven image, even the ark of the covenant. The pattern of setting up the graven image in the heart is one man has been charged with:

Ezk 20:15  “And I Myself also lifted My hand in an oath to them in the wilderness, not to bring them into the land which I had given them, flowing with milk and honey, the splendour of all lands,

Ezk 20:16  because they rejected My right-rulings and did not walk in My laws, and they profaned My Sabbaths. FOR THEIR HEART WENT AFTER THEIR IDOLS.

Ezk 14:2  And the word of יהוה came to me, saying,

Ezk 14:3  “Son of man, these men have set up their IDOLS IN THEIR HEARTS, and have put the stumbling-block of their crookedness before their face. Should I let them inquire of Me at all?

Ezk 14:4  “Therefore speak to them, and you shall say to them, ‘Thus said the Master יהוה, “Everyone of the house of Yisra’ěl who sets up his idols in his heart, and puts the stumbling-block of his crookedness before his face, and shall come to the prophet – I יהוה shall answer him who comes, according to his many idols,

Ezk 14:5  in order to lay hold of the house of Yisra’ěl by their heart, for they have become estranged from Me by their idols, all of them.” ’

Jeremiah records this as well:

Jer 3:9  “And it came to be, through her frivolous whoring, that she defiled the land and committed adultery with stones and wood.

Jer 3:15  “And I shall give you shepherds according to My heart, and they shall feed you with knowledge and understanding.

Jer 3:16  “And it shall be, when you have increased, and shall be fruitful in the land in those days,” declares יהוה, “that they no longer say, ‘THE ARK OF THE COVENANT of יהוה.’ NEITHER WOULD IT COME TO HEART, nor would they remember it, nor would they visit it, nor would it be made again.

Jer 3:17  “At that time Yerushalayim shall be called the throne of יהוה, and all the nations shall be gathered to it, to the Name of יהוה, to Yerushalayim, and NO LONGER WALK AFTER THE STUBBORNNESS OF THEIR EVIL HEART.

Jeremiah's mention of the ark of the covenant not coming to heart is a nod to this Truth. The holy of holies was a representation of the heart of man, and the heart of man ruled by the flesh, or covered by the veil, has been set on idol worship, in many forms, since days of long yest. The heart of man has habitually settled on that which his eyes could measure and behold. It is the pacification of the senses of man. Like a moth to a flame, it's axiomatic.

YAHUAH tells Jeremiah that He will give shepherds according to HIS heart as opposed to the heart of man. He then specifies that in giving these shepherds according to HIS heart, man will forsake his graven images, and he specifically names the only graven image Yisrael was commanded to embrace, the one set up in the holy of holies, the heart of man, namely the ark of the covenant.

Some would justify the presence of the ark in the tabernacle, arguing that it was commanded for Yisrael to make by YAHUAH, that it is a requirement for holiness. But this not be the case. YAHUAH gave Yisrael the ark for the same reason He set a king over them, because it was the desire of their heart.

1Sa 8:4  And all the elders of Yisra’ěl gathered together and came to Shemu’ěl at Ramah,

1Sa 8:5  and said to him, “Look, you are old, and your sons do not walk in your ways. Now appoint for us a sovereign to rule us like all the nations.”...

1Sa 8:6  But the word was evil in the eyes of Shemu’ěl when they said, “Give us a sovereign to rule us.” So Shemu’ěl prayed to יהוה.

1Sa 8:7  And יהוה said to Shemu’ěl, “Listen to the voice of the people in all that they say to you, for they have not rejected you, but they have rejected Me from reigning over them.

1Sa 8:8  “According to all the works which they have done since the day that I brought them up out of Mitsrayim, even to this day – forsaking Me and serving other mighty ones – so they are doing to you too.

1Sa 8:9  “And now, listen to their voice, but you shall certainly warn them, and shall make known to them the ruling of the sovereign who does reign over them.”

1Sa 8:22  And יהוה said to Shemu’ěl, “Listen to their voice, and make them a sovereign.” And Shemu’ěl said to the men of Yisra’ěl, “Each of you go to his city.”

Yisrael wanted to be like the nations around them and appoint a king to rule over them. YAHUAH granted Yisraels request concerning their wanting a human king because He knew that even if He told them no, that they would have done it anyway. YAHUAH knew the thoughts of man's hearts. Jacob himself prophesied of Yisraels setting up of kings, as he was moved to speak according to the Set Apart Spirit:

Gen 49:8  “You, Yehuḏah, your brothers praise you; your hand is on the neck of your enemies; your father’s children bow down before you.

Gen 49:16  “Dan rightly rules his people as one of the tribes of Yisra’ěl.

YAHUAH knows man's heart and the desires thereof. Man imitates that which he sees. Train a child and all of that. Man cannot perceive YAHUAHS kingship as readily as he can perceive the kings of the nations.  The five physical senses override the Spiritual sense. For man in the flesh, choosing kings according to his peers over the Kingship of YAHUAH is as natural as oil separating from water.

This is the reason He commanded them to make the ark, just like He commanded Samuel to “make a king”, because He knew that it was the desire of their heart to put the nations before Him, to be like their peers. Birds of a feather flock together, birds out of kind leave the other behind.

YAHUAH gave the Law expressly to Moses and all of the people heard the thunder with their own ears. They agreed to the terms provided them.  And what did they turn around and do?:

Exo 32:7  And יהוה said to Mosheh, “Go, get down! For your people whom you brought out of the land of Mitsrayim have corrupted themselves.

Exo 32:8  “They have turned aside quickly out of the way which I commanded them. They have made themselves a moulded calf, and have bowed themselves to it and slaughtered to it, and said, ‘This is your mighty one, O Yisra’ěl, who brought you out of the land of Mitsrayim!’ ”

Ezk 20:15  “And I Myself also lifted My hand in an oath to them in the wilderness, not to bring them into the land which I had given them, flowing with milk and honey, the splendour of all lands,

Ezk 20:16  because they rejected My right-rulings and did not walk in My laws, and they profaned My Sabbaths. For their heart went after their idols…

Yisrael was allowed to walk according to the desires of their hearts, both in the wanting of graven images and kings:

Psa 81:8  “Hear, O My people, and let Me warn you, O Yisra’ěl, if you would listen to Me!

Psa 81:9  “Let there be no strange mighty one among you, And do not bow down to a foreign mighty one.

Psa 81:10  “I am יהוה your Elohim, Who brought you out of the land of Mitsrayim; Open your mouth wide, and I fill it.

Psa 81:11  “But My people did not listen to My voice, And Yisra’ěl would not submit to Me.

Psa 81:12  “So I gave them over to their own stubborn heart, To walk in their own counsels.

Yisrael wanted to be like the nations. On the matter of the graven image, YAHUAH knew that Yisrael would go after the nations, and this meant that they would pass their own children in death to the graven images of the nations they would adopt, just as those nations did.

Deu 12:29  “When יהוה your Elohim does cut off from before you the nations which you go to dispossess, and you dispossess them and dwell in their land,

Deu 12:30  guard yourself that you are not ensnared to follow them, after they are destroyed from before you, and that you do not inquire about their mighty ones, saying, ‘How did these nations serve their mighty ones? And let me do so too.’

Deu 12:31  “Do not do so to יהוה your Elohim, for every abomination which יהוה hates they have done to their mighty ones, for they even burn their sons and daughters in the fire to their mighty ones.

YAHUAH entered into a covenant with Yisrael that bound them to keeping the ark and serving it according to the way He saw fit. Instead of killing their own children, YAHUAH commanded Yisrael to pass the blood of beasts on it. Violation of the covenant by adopting the graven images of the nations and passing their children in front of them is what got Yisrael removed from the land, but YAHUAH would bring them back and place them back under the covenant. It wasn't that the ark was given to Yisrael because it was this sacred holy relic which was necessary for Yisrael to possess in order to deem them worthy or holy or in accordance with some divine ritual. The ark was given to keep Yisrael from straying too quickly. YAHUAH had a plan and the plan was according to times and seasons, and the ark extended Yisraels being in compliance with YAHUAHS times by keeping them from passing their own children through the fire before the season for that came. This is what Isaiah spoke of when he spoke of YAHUAH postponing His displeasure:

Isa 48:4  “Because I knew that you were hard, and your neck was an iron sinew, and your forehead bronze,

Isa 48:5  therefore I declared it to you long ago. Before it came I made you hear, lest you should say, ‘My idol has done them, and my carved image and my moulded image commanded them.’

Isa 48:9  “For My Name’s sake I postponed My displeasure, and for My praise I held it back from you, so as not to cut you off.

Israels Idols : The Golden Oldies

The ark was only temporary. Jeremiah prophesies of a time when YAHUAH brings forth shepherds which provide knowledge and understanding concerning the truth of the ark:

Jer 3:15  “And I shall give you shepherds according to My heart, and they shall feed you with knowledge and understanding.

Jer 3:16  “And it shall be, when you have increased, and shall be fruitful in the land in those days,” declares יהוה, “that they no longer say, ‘The ark of the covenant of יהוה.’ Neither would it come to heart, nor would they remember it, nor would they visit it, nor would it be made again.

Jer 3:17  “At that time Yerushalayim shall be called the throne of יהוה, and all the nations shall be gathered to it, to the Name of יהוה, to Yerushalayim, and no longer walk after the stubbornness of their evil heart.

Isaiah prophecies of this time saying that Teachers will be provided, and these Teachers will educate on the matters of forsaking the graven images:

Isa 30:19  For the people shall dwell in Tsiyon at Yerushalayim, you shall weep no more. He shall show much favour to you at the sound of your cry; when He hears, He shall answer you.

Isa 30:20  Though יהוה gave you bread of adversity and water of affliction, your Teacher shall no longer be hidden. But your eyes shall see your Teacher,

Isa 30:21  and your ears hear a word behind you, saying, “This is the Way, walk in it,” whenever you turn to the right, or whenever you turn to the left.

Isa 30:22  And you shall defile the covering of your graven images of silver, and the plating of your moulded images of gold. You shall throw them away as a menstrual cloth and say to them, “Be gone!”

The irony here is that the command not to have any graven images was to be placed within a graven image.

The ark a graven image?!? For many this idea would be considered blasphemous. Be astonished and wonder.

Jer 4:9  “And in that day it shall be,” declares יהוה, “that the heart of the sovereign shall perish, and the heart of the heads. And the priests shall be astonished, and the prophets wonder.”

The perishing of the hearts of the heads and sovereign is the removal of their idols.

This command to serve that which is transgressive of the Law shows the level of deception YAHUAH incorporated into His dealings with Yisrael:

Jer 4:10  Then I said, “Ah, Master יהוה! Truly, You have greatly deceived this people and Yerushalayim, saying, ‘Peace is for you,’ whereas the sword reaches to the heart.”

Isa 29:9  Pause and wonder! Blind yourselves and be blind! They are drunk, but not with wine; they stagger, but not with strong drink.

Isa 29:10  For יהוה has poured out on you the spirit of deep sleep, and has closed your eyes, the prophets. And He has covered your heads, the seers.

Isa 29:13  And יהוה says, “Because this people has drawn near with its mouth, and with its lips they have esteemed Me, and it has kept its heart far from Me, and their fear of Me has become a command of men that is taught!

Isa 29:14  “Therefore, see, I am again doing a marvellous work among this people, a marvellous work and a wonder. And the wisdom of their wise men shall perish, and the understanding of their clever men shall be hidden.”

Yisrael is diseased. Double minded and double hearted in nature. With their mouth they showed much eagerness to comply and show agreement, but their actions gave the testimony of their heart. With people such as this, YAHUAH chooses to show Himself the same:

Psa 18:26  With the clean You show Yourself clean; And with the crooked You show Yourself twisted.

What a plot twist to learn that the very system of worship which you were commanded to abide in was in itself a violation of the laws of said system…

Psa 18:26  …And with the crooked You show Yourself twisted.

Yisrael is the crooked with whom He shows Himself twisted:

Deu 32:5  “A twisted and crooked generation has corrupted itself, Their blemish, they are not His children.

Hos 1:10  “Yet the number of the children of Yisra’ěl shall be as the sand of the sea, which is not measured nor counted. And it shall be in the place where it was said to them, YOU ARE NOT MY PEOPLE,’ they shall be called, ‘You are the sons of the living Ěl.’

The tabernacle represented man in his dead state. The holy of holies represents the heart of man. Within the heart of man is the graven image. With the graven image was the Witness of YAHUAH reproving man for the desires of his heart. Concealing all of this from man's conscious mind was the veil, the mind of the flesh.

The veil is the spirit of sleep, the closing of the eyes, the covering of the head:

Isa 29:10  For יהוה has poured out on you the spirit of deep sleep, and has closed your eyes, the prophets. And He has covered your heads, the seers.

When Yahusha expired on the stake and the veil was rent, there was a Spirit of Revelation which swept through the crowd:

Mat 27:51  And see, the veil of the Dwelling Place was torn in two from top to bottom, and the earth was shaken, and the rocks were split,..

Mat 27:54  And when the captain and those with him, who were guarding יהושע, saw the earthquake and all that took place, they feared exceedingly, saying, “Truly this was the Son of Elohim!”

Mrk 15:38  And the veil of the Dwelling Place was torn in two from top to bottom.

Mrk 15:39  And when the captain, who was standing opposite Him, saw that He cried out like this and breathed His last, he said, “Truly this Man was the Son of Elohim!”

The tearing of the veil signified the beginning of the Revealing of things which were formerly concealed by the mind of the flesh.

Can I Get A Witness

Inside the holy of holies, along with the ark, was the Tablets of the Witness.

Exo 25:16  “And into the ark you shall put the Witness which I give you.

Exo 34:28  And he was there with יהוה forty days and forty nights. He did not eat bread and he did not drink water. And He wrote on the tablets the Words of the covenant, the Ten Words.

Exo 34:29  And it came to be, when Mosheh came down from Mount Sinai, while the two tablets of the Witness were in Mosheh’s hand when he came down from the mountain, that Mosheh did not know that the skin of his face shone since he had spoken with Him.

Along with these Tablets of Witness was the Little Book of Moses, the Song of the Witness:

Deu 31:26  “Take this Book of the Torah, and you shall place it beside the ark of the covenant of יהוה your Elohim, and it shall be there as a witness against you,

The purpose of the Tablets and the Book was to be there as a witness against Yisrael.

The very first thing on the Tablets of the Witness is:

Exo 20:1   And Elohim spoke all these Words, saying,

Exo 20:2  “I am יהוה your Elohim, who brought you out of the land of Mitsrayim, out of the house of slavery.

Exo 20:3  “You have no other mighty ones against My face.

Exo 20:4  “You do not make for yourself a carved image, or any likeness of that which is in the heavens above, or which is in the earth beneath, or which is in the waters under the earth,

And in the Book of the Song:

Deu 32:37  “And He shall say, ‘Where are their mighty ones, The rock in whom they sought refuge?

Deu 32:38  Who ate the fat of their slaughterings, And drank the wine of their drink offering? Let them arise and help you, Let it be a hiding-place for you!

The Tablets and Song of the Witness were placed inside of the holy of holies as a Witness against Yisrael.

On the Tablets was the command not to set up the graven image, and in the Song was the proclamation that they would.

Deu 31:26  “Take this Book of the Torah, and you shall place it beside the ark of the covenant of יהוה your Elohim, AND IT SHALL BE THERE AS A WITNESS AGAINST YOU,

When the veil was rent, the ark was absent. Neither was the Song of the Witness nor the Tablets of the Witness behind the veil. Because these two Witnesses were absent and thus silent, YAHUAH called the heavens and the earth to Witness:

Mat 27:51  And see, the veil of the Dwelling Place was torn in two from top to bottom, and the earth was shaken, and the rocks were split,

Luk 23:45  And the sun was darkened, and the veil of the Dwelling Place was torn in two.

This was prophesied to happened:

Deu 31:28  “Assemble unto me all the elders of your tribes, and your officers, so that I speak these words in their hearing AND CALL THE HEAVENS AND THE EARTH TO WITNESS AGAINST THEM.

Deu 31:29  “For I know that after my death you shall do very corruptly and turn aside from the way which I have commanded you. And evil shall come to you in the latter days, because you do what is evil in the eyes of יהוה, to provoke Him through the work of your hands.”

It didn't matter that the Tablets and the Book were missing in action. The heads and elders had the Pentateuch. They had the five Books of Moses in which the command to keep these items in the holy of holies was written. They had the Scriptures stating what the Tablets and Song said and why they were given. The tearing of the veil was the exposition of the Witness, the Witness of the Tablets and the Song. It didn't matter they they weren't physically there. They had the Scriptures, they knew what was supposed to be in the holy of holies and why it was supposed to be there, they were just blinded to its implications. They were veiled to the Witness.

Luk 16:29  “Aḇraham said to him, ‘They have Mosheh and the prophets, let them hear them.’

Luk 16:30  “And he said, ‘No, father Aḇraham, but if someone from the dead goes to them, they shall repent.’

Luk 16:31  “But he said to him, ‘If they do not hear Mosheh and the prophets, neither would they be persuaded even if one should rise from the dead.’

Of the heads of Yerushalayim, the custodians of Judaism, YAHUAH says that they are a nation without understanding, a nation lost to counsel:

Deu 32:28  “For they are a nation lost to counsel, And there is no understanding in them.

Deu 32:29  “If they were wise, They would understand this, They would consider their latter end!

Deu 32:34  Is it not stored up with Me, Sealed up among My treasures?

It was this Witness that YAHUAH says is “sealed up”:

Isa 8:16  Bind up the witness, seal the Torah among my taught ones.

If they were wise, they would consider their latter end. And what is their latter end?

Deu 32:28  “For they are a nation lost to counsel, And there is no understanding in them.

Deu 32:29  “If they were wise, They would understand this, They would consider their latter end!

Here is their latter end:

Deu 4:23  “Guard yourselves, lest you forget the covenant of יהוה your Elohim which He made with you, and shall make for yourselves a carved image in any form, as יהוה your Elohim has commanded you.

Deu 4:24  “For יהוה your Elohim is a consuming fire, a jealous Ěl.

Deu 4:25  “When you bring forth children and grandchildren, and shall grow old in the land, and shall do corruptly and make a carved image in the form of whatever, and shall do what is evil in the eyes of יהוה your Elohim to provoke Him,

Deu 4:26  “I shall call the heavens and earth to witness against you on that day, that you soon completely perish from the land which you pass over the Yarděn to possess – you do not prolong your days in it but are completely destroyed.

The Song of the Witness details Yisraels latter end:

Deu 32:16  “They moved Him to jealousy with foreign matters, With abominations they provoked Him.

Deu 32:17  “They slaughtered to demons – not Eloah – Mighty ones they did not know, New ones who came lately, Which your fathers did not fear.

Deu 32:18  “You neglected the Rock who brought you forth, And forgot the Ěl who fathered you.

Deu 32:19  “And יהוה saw, and despised, Because of the provocation of His sons and His daughters.

Deu 32:20  “And He said, ‘Let Me hide My face from them, Let Me see what their end is, For they are a perverse generation, Children in whom there is no trusting.

The abomination that causes desolation was the passing of the children through the fire in front of their idols.

Deu 12:31  “Do not do so to יהוה your Elohim, for every abomination which יהוה hates they have done to their mighty ones, for they even burn their sons and daughters in the fire to their mighty ones.

Ezk 20:30  “Therefore say to the house of Yisra’ěl, ‘Thus said the Master יהוה, “Are you defiling yourselves in the way of your fathers? And do you whore after their abominations?

Ezk 20:31  “For when you lift up your gifts and make your sons pass through the fire, you defile yourselves with all your idols, even to this day. And shall I be inquired of by you, O house of Yisra’ěl? As I live,” declares the Master יהוה, “I am not being inquired of by you.

Ezk 20:32  “And what comes up in your spirit shall never be, when you say, ‘Let us be like the nations, like the tribes in other lands, serving wood and stone.’

And in Jeremiah:

Jer 7:30  “For the children of Yehuḏah have done what is evil in My eyes,” declares יהוה. “They have set their abominations in the house which is called by My Name, to defile it.

Jer 7:31  “And they have built the high places of Topheth, which is in the Valley of the Son of Hinnom, to burn their sons and their daughters in the fire, which I did not command, nor did it come into My heart.

Firing Up The Kiln

The passing of the children through the fire is the last straw.

Deu 32:19  “And יהוה saw, and despised, Because of the provocation of His sons and His daughters.

It was this abomination that opened the door for the Witness to be made against Yisrael.

Deu 4:25  “When you bring forth children and grandchildren, and shall grow old in the land, and shall do corruptly and make a carved image in the form of whatever, and shall do what is evil in the eyes of יהוה your Elohim to provoke Him,

Deu 4:26  “I shall call the heavens and earth to witness against you on that day, that you soon completely perish from the land which you pass over the Yarděn to possess – you do not prolong your days in it but are completely destroyed.

Deu 31:26  “Take this Book of the Torah, and you shall place it beside the ark of the covenant of יהוה your Elohim, and it shall be there as a witness against you,

Deu 31:27  for I myself know your rebellion and your stiff neck. See, while I am still alive with you today, you have been rebellious against יהוה, then how much more after my death?

Deu 31:28  “Assemble unto me all the elders of your tribes, and your officers, so that I speak these words in their hearing and call the heavens and the earth to witness against them.

Deu 31:29  “For I know that after my death you shall do very corruptly and turn aside from the way which I have commanded you. And evil shall come to you in the latter days, because you do what is evil in the eyes of יהוה, to provoke Him through the work of your hands.”

This is what Yisrael did time and time again. It was a very slow and subtle progression. Passing Yahusha in front of the fire was the last straw, the one that broke the camels back. Yahusha gives a parable concerning this:

Mat 21:34  “And when the season of the fruits drew near, he sent his servants to the farmers, to receive its fruit.

Mat 21:35  “And the farmers took his servants and beat one, and they killed one, and they stoned another.

Mat 21:36  “Again he sent other servants, more than the first, and they did likewise to them.

Mat 21:37  “And at last he sent his son to them, saying, ‘They shall respect my son.’

Mat 21:38  “But when the farmers saw the son, they said among themselves, ‘This is the heir. Come, let us kill him, and let us possess his inheritance.’

Mat 21:39  “And they took him, and threw him out of the vineyard, and killed him.

Mat 21:40  “Therefore, when the master of the vineyard comes, what shall he do to those farmers?”

Mat 21:41  They said to Him, “Evil ones! He shall bring them to evil destruction,

Yahusha was the “apple of His eye”. This is in the Song of the Witness:

Deu 32:10  “He found him in a wilderness, And in a wasted, howling desert. He encompassed him, He made him understand, He watched over him as the apple of His eye.

Deu 32:11  “As an eagle stirs up its nest, Flutters over its young, Spreading out its wings, taking them up, Bearing them on its wings.

Deu 32:12  “יהוה alone led him, And there was no strange mighty one with him.

Zec 2:8  For thus said יהוה of hosts (for the sake of esteem He sent me to the nations which plunder you): “For he who touches you touches the apple of My eye…

Zec 2:9  “For look, I am waving My hand against them, and they shall become spoil for their servants. And you shall know that יהוה of hosts has sent Me.

Zec 2:13  “Hush, all flesh, before יהוה, for He has roused Himself out of His set-apart dwelling!”

Zekaryah 2 speaks of those who touch the apple of His eye. He says He waves His Hand against them. He then says that He comes out of His Set Apart Dwelling. This was symbolized when the veil to the holy of holies was torn, as the holy of holies represents His Set Apart Dwelling. To be clear, it only represented His Set Apart Dwelling, it wasn't actually there. He was simply getting down to their level and speaking their language to convey a message. The tearing of the veil at Yahushas death sent the message that the latter day Witness was being activated.

Zekaryah continues the narrative of the apple of the eye and YAHUAH coming out of His Dwelling by giving a foreshadowing of the death of Yahusha:

Zec 3:1   And he showed me Yehoshua the high priest standing before the messenger of יהוה, and Satan standing at his right hand to be an adversary to him.

Zec 3:2  And יהוה said to Satan, “יהוה rebuke you, Satan! יהוה who has chosen Yerushalayim rebuke you! Is this not a brand plucked from the fire?”

Zec 3:3  And Yehoshua was dressed in filthy garments, and was standing before the messenger.

Zec 3:4  And He answered and spoke to those who stood before Him, saying, “Remove the filthy garments from him.” And to him He said, “See, I have removed your guilt from you, and shall put costly robes on you.”

Zec 3:5  And I said, “Let them put a clean turban on his head.” Then they put a clean turban on his head, and they put garments on him. And the messenger of יהוה stood by.

Zec 3:6  And the messenger of יהוה witnessed to Yehoshua, saying,

Zec 3:7  “Thus said יהוה of hosts, ‘If you walk in My ways, and if you guard My duty, then you shall also rule My house, and also guard My courts. And I shall give you access among these standing here.

Zec 3:8  Now listen, Yehoshua the high priest, you and your companions who sit before you, for they are men of symbol. For look, I am bringing forth My Servant – the Branch.

Zec 3:9  See the stone which I have put before Yehoshua: on one stone are seven eyes. See, I am engraving its inscription,’ declares יהוה of hosts, ’and I shall remove the guilt of that land in one day.

In verse 8 above, YAHUAH tells Yehoshua that this pageantry outlined in the beginning of chapter 3 is all for symbol, foreshadowing the bringing forth of the Branch, namely Yahusha.

In verse 9 we see the stone with seven eyes. This is the Lamb John writes about:

Rev 5:6  And I looked and saw in the midst of the throne and of the four living creatures, and in the midst of the elders a Lamb standing, as having been slain, having seven horns and seven eyes, which are the seven Spirits of Elohim sent out into all the earth.

We see that the Lamb, or stone, had been slain. This is indicated by the “filthy garments” Yehoshua wore in the beginning:

Zec 3:2  …Is this not a brand plucked from the fire?”

Zec 3:3  And Yehoshua was dressed in filthy garments, and was standing before the messenger.

Zec 3:4  And He answered and spoke to those who stood before Him, saying, “Remove the filthy garments from him.” And to him He said, “See, I have removed your guilt from you, and shall put costly robes on you.”

We see that Yahusha is a brand plucked from the fire. This shows that Yahusha was made to pass through the fire unto death, but was taken and kept from abiding in death, as the Song points out:

Deu 32:39  See now that I, I am He, And there is no Elohim besides Me. I put to death and I make alive. I have wounded, and I heal. And from My hand no one delivers!

Deu 32:40  For I lift My hand to the heavens, And shall say: As I live forever,

Deu 32:41  If I have sharpened My flashing sword, And My hand takes hold on judgment, I shall return vengeance to My enemies, And repay those who hate Me.

And concerning this, we see in this portion of the Song the same thing mentioned in Zekaryah chapter 2. We see the touching of His apple and the Recompense which is paid to those who destroyed the apple.

Zec 2:13  “Hush, all flesh, before יהוה, for He has roused Himself out of His set-apart dwelling!”

YAHUAH comes out of His Dwelling to take hold onto Judgment.

This is all a really long and winded way to simply say that when Yahusha was sent to his death, it was the heads passing their children through the fire. Yahusha was simply plucked from the fire, given escape from death.

The point I am making here concerning this is that when Yahusha passed on the stake, death as a result of the abomination that YAHUAH hates, the passing of the children through the fire, the veil was torn to show the exposing of the Song of the Witness, the Witness which was promised to be given as a result of the passing of the children through the fire.

Jeremiah 18 and 19 also speaks of the passing of the children through the fire in association with Yahusha. In 18 we see the parable of the potter and the clay:

Jer 18:2  “Arise, and go down to the potter’s house, and there I let you hear My words.”

Jer 18:3  So I went down to the potter’s house, and saw him doing a piece of work on the wheel.

Jer 18:4  And the vessel that he made of clay was ruined in the hand of the potter, so he remade it into another vessel, as it seemed good to the potter to do.

Jer 18:5  Then the word of יהוה came to me, saying,

Jer 18:6  “O house of Yisra’ěl, am I not able to do with you as this potter?” declares יהוה. “Look, as the clay is in the hand of the potter, so are you in My hand, O house of Yisra’ěl!...

Jer 19:1   Thus said יהוה, “Go and get a potter’s earthen jug, and take some of the elders of the people and some of the elders of the priests.

Jer 19:2  “Then you shall go out to the Valley of the Son of Hinnom, which is by the entry of the Potsherd Gate, and shall proclaim there the words that I speak to you,

Jer 19:3  and shall say, ‘Hear the word of יהוה, O sovereigns of Yehuḏah and inhabitants of Yerushalayim. Thus said יהוה of hosts, the Elohim of Yisra’ěl, “See, I am bringing evil on this place, that makes the ears tingle of all who hear it.

Jer 19:4  “Because they have forsaken Me and have profaned this place, and have burned incense in it to other mighty ones whom neither they, their fathers, nor the sovereigns of Yehuḏah have known, and they have filled this place with the blood of the innocents,

Jer 19:5  and have built the high places of Ba‛al, to burn their sons with fire for ascending offerings to Ba‛al, which I did not command or speak, nor did it come into My heart.

Jer 19:6  “Therefore see, the days are coming,” declares יהוה, “that this place shall no more be called Topheth or the Valley of the Son of Hinnom, but rather the Valley of Slaughter.

In chapter 18, Jeremiah gives the parable of the potter and the clay. The destroying of the vessel by the Potter is the destruction of Yahusha.

Jer 18:4  And the vessel that he made of clay was ruined in the hand of the potter, so he remade it into another vessel, as it seemed good to the potter to do.

In chapter 19 Jeremiah furthers this portrayal of the breaking of the potters vessel by connecting the breaking of the vessel with the passing of the sons through the fire:

Jer 19:1   Thus said יהוה, “Go and get a potter’s earthen jug, and take some of the elders of the people and some of the elders of the priests.

Jer 19:3  … “See, I am bringing evil on this place, that makes the ears tingle of all who hear it.

Jer 19:4  “Because they have forsaken Me and have profaned this place, and have burned incense in it to other mighty ones whom neither they, their fathers, nor the sovereigns of Yehuḏah have known, and they have filled this place with the blood of the innocents,

Jer 19:5  and have built the high places of Ba‛al, to burn their sons with fire for ascending offerings to Ba‛al, which I did not command or speak, nor did it come into My heart.

Along with showing the changing of the High Priest, the tearing of the veil also was revealing the Witness that was promised to be stored up behind the veil, the Witness against the passing of the children through the fire.

Lost And Found

So the question is “why was the song absent?”

Moses told Yisrael to keep the Song of the Witness with the ark, and then told them that they would refuse to keep this instruction:

Deu 31:24  And it came to be, when Mosheh had completed writing the Words of this Torah in a book, until their completion,

Deu 31:25  that Mosheh commanded the Lěwites, who bore the ark of the covenant of יהוה, saying,

Deu 31:26  “Take this Book of the Torah, and YOU SHALL PLACE IT BESIDE THE ARK OF THE COVENANT of יהוה your Elohim, and IT SHALL BE THERE AS A WITNESS AGAINST YOU,

Deu 31:27  for I MYSELF KNOW YOUR REBELLION and your stiff neck. See, while I am still alive with you today, you have been rebellious against יהוה, then HOW MUCH MORE AFTER MY DEATH?

Deu 31:28  “Assemble unto me all the elders of your tribes, and your officers, so that I speak these words in their hearing AND CALL THE HEAVENS AND THE EARTH TO WITNESS AGAINST THEM.

Deu 31:29  “For I KNOW THAT AFTER MY DEATH YOU SHALL do very corruptly and TURN ASIDE FROM THE WAY IN WHICH I COMMANDED YOU.

If the Song was to be the Witness, then why were the heavens and the earth be called to Witness? Because the Song wouldn't be there where they were commanded to keep it, and the reason is as Moses said, because they would turn aside from the command. And so, just as Moses proclaimed, and just as the Song itself proclaimed, the heavens and the earth would be summoned to Witness as opposed to the physical copy of the Little Book. Instead of this Little Book giving its Witness from the holy of holies, it would have to be brought down expressly by the hand of a Messenger:

Rev 10:1   And I saw another strong messenger coming down from the heaven, robed in a cloud, and a rainbow on his head, and his face was like the sun, and his feet like columns of fire,

Rev 10:2  and having in his hand a little book opened. And he placed his right foot on the sea and his left foot on the land,

The Song begins by proclaiming that the heavens and the earth would be the ones Witnessing:

Deu 32:1   “Give ear, O heavens, and let me speak; And hear, O earth, The words of my mouth.

Deu 32:2  “Let my instruction fall as rain, My speech drop down as dew, As fine rain on the tender plants, And as showers on the grass.

The Song proclaims that they would be devoid of the Song, the Song being their counsel of the latter end:

Deu 32:28  “For they are a nation lost to counsel, And there is no understanding in them.

Deu 32:29  “If they were wise, They would understand this, They would consider their latter end!

So the question is “why did they not retain the Song?” Isaiah tells us:

Isa 30:8  And go, write it before them on a tablet, and inscribe it on a scroll, that it is for a latter day, a witness forever:

Isa 30:9  that this is a rebellious people, lying children, children who refuse to hear the Torah of יהוה,

Isa 30:10  who say to the seers, “Do not see,” and to the prophets, “Do not prophesy to us what is right. Speak to us what is smooth, prophesy deceits.

Isa 30:11  “Turn aside from the way, swerve from the path, cause the Set-apart One of Yisra’ěl to cease from before us.”

Isa 30:12  Therefore thus said the Set-apart One of Yisra’ěl, “Because you despise this word, and trust in oppression and perverseness, and rely on them,

Isa 30:13  therefore this crookedness is to you like a breach ready to fall, a bulge in a high wall, whose breaking comes suddenly, swiftly.”

They said “cause the Set-Apart One of Yisrael to cease from among us.”

The Song of the Witness proclaims the Name of YAHUAH:

Deu 32:3  “For I proclaim the Name of יהוה, Ascribe greatness to our Elohim.

This is why the Song was removed. According to Jewish Law, the Name of YAHUAH is not to be proclaimed. And so the Song of the Witness became an abomination and was disposed of by men who were prophesied to act corruptly. As a result, the heavens and the earth were called to Witness. Yahusha points this out:

Luk 19:37  And as He was coming near, already at the descent of the Mount of Olives, the entire crowd of the taught ones began rejoicing, to praise Elohim with a loud voice for all the miracles they had seen,

Luk 19:38  saying, “ ‘Blessed is the Sovereign who is coming in the Name of יהוה! Peace in heaven and esteem in the highest!”

Luk 19:39  And some of the Pharisees from the crowd said to Him, “Teacher, rebuke Your taught ones.”

Luk 19:40  But He answering, said to them, “I say to you that if these shall be silent, the stones would cry out.”

As Yahusha entered on His colt, His taught ones began to proclaim the Name of YAHUAH. This is why the Pharisees told Yahusha to rebuke his disciples, because they were proclaiming the Name of YAHUAH, and this was forbidden. Yahusha then tells the Pharisees that if the Name of YAHUAH ceased to be proclaimed and Witnessed of, then the earth would itself Witness for them. And this is what happened when Yahusha expired:

Mat 27:51  And see, the veil of the Dwelling Place was torn in two from top to bottom, and the earth was shaken, and the rocks were split,

Yahusha represented the Song of the Witness and came as the heavens and the earth. He was the dwelling of the Spirit of YAHUAH, or the heavens, and the flesh of man, or the earth. The heads and leaders were devoid of the understanding of the latter end which the Song of the Witness provided. Because the heads and leaders did not have the Song to Witness against them, and did not think themselves crooked and deserving of any such absurd accusations, YAHUAH called the heavens and the earth to Witness, and the heavens and the earth was embodied in Yahusha. He proclaimed the Name of YAHUAH:

Psa 22:22  I make known Your Name to My brothers; In the midst of the assembly I praise You.

Jhn 17:25  “O righteous Father, indeed the world did not know You, but I knew You, and these knew that You sent Me.

Jhn 17:26  “And I have made Your Name known to them, and shall make it known, so that the love with which You loved Me might be in them, and I in them.”

When Moses told Yisrael to keep the Song with the ark as a Witness, the word used was:

H5707   (Strong)

עֵד

‛êd

ayd

From H5749 contracted; concretely a witness; abstractly testimony; specifically a recorder, that is, prince: - witness.

Yahusha came as the Witness, or the Prince. This Prince, just as a Witness, provides an official Testimony unto the Truth, one that is appointed and given Authority to determine Judgments. And they said let the Set Apart One of Yisrael cease from among us.

Isa 30:8  And go, write it before them on a tablet, and inscribe it on a scroll, that it is for a latter day, a witness forever:

Isa 30:9  that this is a rebellious people, lying children, children who refuse to hear the Torah of יהוה,

Isa 30:10  who say to the seers, “Do not see,” and to the prophets, “Do not prophesy to us what is right. Speak to us what is smooth, prophesy deceits.

Isa 30:11  “Turn aside from the way, swerve from the path, cause the Set-apart One of Yisra’ěl to cease from before us.”

Isa 30:12  Therefore thus said the Set-apart One of Yisra’ěl, “Because you despise this word, and trust in oppression and perverseness, and rely on them,

Isa 30:13  therefore this crookedness is to you like a breach ready to fall, a bulge in a high wall, whose breaking comes suddenly, swiftly.”

Isa 30:14  And He shall break it like the breaking of the potter’s vessel,

In Summary

In the holy of holies was the ark of the covenant and the Witnesses thereof. The holy of holies with veil intact was representative of the heart of man ruled by the flesh. The Witnesses of Yisraels transgressions was sealed up in the holy of holies with the ark, and the only person allowed to ever behold it was the high priest once a year, on the Day of Atonement. The high priest would enter and offer the blood of beasts to atone for Yisraels transgressions which were outlined on the tablets of the Witness. The cold hard irony of the situation was that even though the high priest was entering the holy of holies to announce Yisraels forgiveness of sins, what was to be staring back at the high priest was the promise that they were all dead men walking, the Song of the Witness.

This tabernacle was a physical representation of man in the flesh and serving the idols of his heart. Man was allowed to operate in this system of sacrificing the living for the dead since days of long yest. Since man was allowed to operate according to his own way, he has mistakenly assessed that YAHUAH approves of his way. Man has mistaken YAHUAHS silence for consent. But this not be the case:

Psa 50:5  “Gather My lovingly-committed ones together to Me, Those who have made a covenant with Me by slaughtering.”

Psa 50:6  Then the heavens declared His righteousness, For Elohim Himself is Judge. Selah.

Psa 50:7  “Hear, O My people, and I speak, O Yisra’ěl, and I witness against you: I am Elohim, your Elohim!

Psa 50:8  “I do not reprove you for your slaughterings, And your ascending offerings are continually before Me.

Psa 50:21  “You have done this, and I kept silent; You have thought that I was altogether like you – I rebuke you, and set it in order before your eyes.

Man has thought that in all of his doings he was rendering service to his Maker:

Jhn 16:2  “They shall put you out of the congregations, but an hour is coming when everyone who kills you shall think he is rendering service to Elohim.

Mat 15:8  ‘This people draw near to Me with their mouth, and respect Me with their lips, but their heart is far from Me.

Mat 15:9  ‘But in vain do they worship Me, teaching as teachings the commands of men.’ ”

As in Jeremiah:

Jer 4:9  “And in that day it shall be,” declares יהוה, “that the heart of the sovereign shall perish, and the heart of the heads. And the priests shall be astonished, and the prophets wonder.”

Jer 4:10  Then I said, “Ah, Master יהוה! Truly, You have greatly deceived this people and Yerushalayim, saying, ‘Peace is for you,’ whereas the sword reaches to the heart.”

The veil which covered the holy of holies represented that element which kept man from understanding this Truth. It represented man's blindness which kept man thinking that his systems of worship were pleasing and desired of his Maker. The veil represents the misconception that the tabernacle and its ark and all the things thereof was what man was created for as it pertains to walking in righteousness. There are those presently who are still operating with this veil in sight. They have aspirations of the restorations of temples and torahs complete in all of its splendid and glorious grandeur. But as Jeremiah and Isaiah understood:

Jer 3:15  “And I shall give you shepherds according to My heart, and they shall feed you with knowledge and understanding.

Jer 3:16  “And it shall be, when you have increased, and shall be fruitful in the land in those days,” declares יהוה, “that they no longer say, ‘The ark of the covenant of יהוה.’ Neither would it come to heart, nor would they remember it, nor would they visit it, nor would it be made again.

Isa 30:20  Though יהוה gave you bread of adversity and water of affliction, your Teacher shall no longer be hidden. But your eyes shall see your Teacher,

Isa 30:21  and your ears hear a word behind you, saying, “This is the Way, walk in it,” whenever you turn to the right, or whenever you turn to the left.

Isa 30:22  And you shall defile the covering of your graven images of silver, and the plating of your moulded images of gold. You shall throw them away as a menstrual cloth and say to them, “Be gone!”

The tearing of the veil represents the revealing of this Truth, the revealing of the heart of man in the flesh. It is the Witness that Yisrael has been passing their children through the fire to their mighty ones. It is the teaching that all of man's idols and graven images and objects of veneration and worship, yea, even the ark of the covenant, are all in violation of the Law, and they are all principal in mans journey down the paths of destruction, every one, every time. It's axiomatic. Never doubt it. Mans earliest and easiest trick is to convince himself otherwise.

So we have seen that the veil represents the restoration of man to the Garden, the way to the Tree of Life. In this restoration, man has to learn things, even things which have been hidden since the foundation of the world, things veiled. This revelation of things hidden is also symbolized by the tearing of the veil. One of the things man has to learn in this unveiling is the true nature of his own heart and his own fallacies. The primary fallacy is that man has a certain way of thinking and doing things that initially seems right to him, but the end thereof is death.

Pro 14:8  The wisdom of the clever is to understand His way, But the folly of fools is deceit…

Pro 14:12  There is a way which seems right to a man, But its end is the way of death.

In the next chapter we will come to better understand another thing the tearing of the veil represents - Yahushas entering of the holy of holies.

CHAPTER 3

The Door

Reentering Paradise

✦ ✦ ✦

We have written of the matter of the tearing of the veil and it's representing reentry into the Garden, or Paradise, of Elohim. In this post, we will come to better understand what it means to reenter the Garden.

The Door

When Yahusha expired on the stake, the veil which guarded the holy of holies was rent. This signalled the official nullification of the old Aaronic order of the priesthood and the institution of a new Order of Priest. In this replacement, Yahusha became the New Veil, or the “Door”. John chapter 10 provides a parable concerning this changing of the guard:

Jhn 10:1   “Truly, truly, I say to you, he who does not enter through the door into the sheepfold, but climbs up by another way, that one is a thief and a robber.

Jhn 10:2  “But HE WHO ENTERS THROUGH THE DOOR IS THE SHEPHERD of the sheep.

Jhn 10:3  “The doorkeeper opens for him, and the sheep hear his voice. And he calls his own sheep by name and leads them out.

Jhn 10:4  “And when he has brought out his own sheep, he goes before them. And the sheep follow him, because they know his voice…

Jhn 10:6  יהושע used this figure of speech, but they did not know what He had been saying to them.

Jhn 10:7  יהושע therefore said to them again, “Truly, truly, I say to you, I AM THE DOOR OF THE SHEEP.

Jhn 10:8  “All who came before Me are thieves and robbers, but the sheep did not hear them.

Jhn 10:9  “I am the door. Whoever enters through Me, he shall be saved, and shall go in and shall go out and find pasture.

Jhn 10:10  “The thief does not come except to steal, and to slaughter, and to destroy. I have come that they might possess life, and that they might possess it beyond measure.

Jhn 10:11  “I am the good shepherd. The good shepherd lays down His life for the sheep…

Jhn 10:19  Again there came a division among the Yehuḏim because of these words,

Here in John 10 we see a parable of the changing of the priesthood. The old Aaronic priesthood was a representation of man led by the spirit of the flesh. In the old system, the old veil which obfuscated the holy of holies represented Aaron. Aaron was the door in that old system and Aaron passed through the door. In the New System Yahusha is the Shepherd who passes through the Door, or Veil, and He is the Veil. The old system was merely a foreshadowing of this. Yahusha refers to that old system above as “those who came before him”:

Jhn 10:8  “All who came before Me are thieves and robbers, but the sheep did not hear them.

Yahusha says those who came before him did not enter through His door, but entered through another door:

Jhn 10:1   “Truly, truly, I say to you, he who does not enter through the door into the sheepfold, but climbs up by another way, that one is a thief and a robber.

The other door the old priesthood entered in through was that old veil. Yahusha says that they entered for the purpose of slaughter:

Jhn 10:10  “The thief does not come except to steal, and to slaughter, and to destroy. I have come that they might possess life, and that they might possess it beyond measure.

He was speaking of that old system which was predicated on the slaughtering of beasts by way of thievery:

Mat 21:12  And יהושע went into the Set-apart Place of Elohim and drove out all those buying and selling in the Set-apart Place, and overturned the tables of the moneychangers and the seats of those who sold doves.

Mat 21:13  And He said to them, “It has been written, ‘My House shall be called a house of prayer,’  but you have made it a ‘den of robbers.’ ”

Psa 50:8  “I do not reprove you for your slaughterings, And your ascending offerings are continually before Me.

Psa 50:9  “I do not take a bull from your house, Nor goats out of your pens.

Psa 50:10  “For every beast of the forest is Mine, The cattle on a thousand hills.

Psa 50:11  “I know all the birds of the mountains, And all moving in My field are Mine.

And this system of thievery was also spoken of by Jeremiah. Jeremiah 7 is a good parallel chapter for John 10 and the parable of the Door and the sheep.

In John 10 He says that those of the old system are thieves and robbers:

Jhn 10:8  “All who came before Me are thieves and robbers, but the sheep did not hear them.

As in Jeremiah 7:

Jer 7:11  “Has this house, which is called by My Name, become a den of robbers in your eyes? Look, I, even I Myself have seen it,” declares יהוה.

Yahusha says that ALL that came before Him in the old system were thieves and robbers. His sheep did not hear them because the words they trusted in and promoted were false and not the Truth, as Jeremiah pointed out:

Jer 7:4  “Do not trust in these false words, saying, ‘This is the Hěḵal of יהוה, the Hěḵal of יהוה, the Hěḵal of יהוה!’

Jer 7:8  “See, you are trusting in false words, which do not profit –

Jeremiah told those in that old system not to trust in the false words that what they were serving was the “Hekal of YAHUAH”, because:

Act 7:48  “...the Most High does not dwell in dwellings made with hands, as the prophet says

Those false shepherds who were entering in by the wrong way, the thieves and robbers, were entering in through that old veil, thinking that what they were serving was the actual Dwelling Place of YAHUAH. They thought that, by the way of their high priest who passed through the veil once a year for the purpose of atonement, that they were entering through the door of salvation. They did not anticipate that the True Dwelling Place would come as Yahusha, the True Door, the Real Veil, the True Way to Redemption:

Jhn 2:19  יהושע answered and said to them, “Destroy this Dwelling Place, and in three days I shall raise it.”

Jhn 2:20  Then the Yehuḏim said, “It took forty-six years to build this Dwelling Place, and You are going to raise it in three days?”

Jhn 2:21  But He spoke about the Dwelling Place of His body.

Jeremiah puts it into perspective for them:

Jer 7:12  “But go now to My place at Shiloh, where I set My Name at the first, and see what I did to it because of the evil of My people Yisra’ěl.

Jer 7:13  “And now, because you have done all these works,” declares יהוה, “and I spoke to you, rising up early and speaking, but you did not hear, and I called you, but you did not answer,

Jer 7:14  “I shall also do to this house, which is called by My Name, in which you trust, and to this place which I gave to you and your fathers, as I did to Shiloh.

Jeremiah tells them to consider what happened to the tabernacle in Shiloh. Jeremiah tells them the same fate which befell the tabernacle in Shiloh would be visited upon their current establishment. He was telling them that it would fall, not to rise again as it was. YAHUAH would have their constructions, which they labeled as “the House of God”, removed. Who would destroy their own house when it is structurally sound on account of the behavior of tenants whom you have permitted to stay there?

The irony is that, just as YAHUAH destroyed their temples, THEY would eventually destroy His Temple, the True Temple, but unlike the forerunners of Shiloh and Solomons hands, which were only types, the True Temple would be instantly restored, just as it was. No fuss no muss. Who would allow their own house to be destroyed unless their intention was to restore it?

Those adherents of the old system were too busy exalting the works of their own hands. They elevated the creation over the Creator. It's like having a handwritten letter which gives a profound message and tells of great instructions and warnings, and instead of heeding that which is being communicated, they began to worship the individual letters that made up each word, and consequently, lose sight of the Truth. Understandable, I guess, but falling short nonetheless.

Rom 1:18  For the wrath of Elohim is revealed from heaven against all wickedness and unrighteousness of men, who suppress the truth in unrighteousness,

Rom 1:19  because that which is known of Elohim is manifest among them, for Elohim has manifested it to them.

Rom 1:20  For since the creation of the world His invisible qualities have been clearly seen, being understood from what has been made, both His everlasting power and Mightiness, for them to be without excuse,

Rom 1:21  because, although they knew Elohim, they did not esteem Him as Elohim, nor gave thanks, but became vain in their reasonings, and their undiscerning heart was darkened.

Rom 1:22  Claiming to be wise, they became fools,

Rom 1:23  and changed the esteem of the incorruptible Elohim into the likeness of an image of corruptible man, and of birds and of four-footed beasts and of reptiles.

Rom 1:24  Therefore Elohim gave them up to uncleanness in the lust of their hearts, to disrespect their bodies among themselves,

Rom 1:25  who changed the truth of Elohim into the falsehood, and worshipped and served what was created rather than the Creator, who is blessed forever. Aměn.

Deu 4:15  “Therefore, diligently guard yourselves, for you saw no form when יהוה spoke to you at Ḥorěḇ out of the midst of the fire,

Now for some, to this day, that old veil which worketh in that old system remains:

2Co 3:14  …for to this day, when the old covenant is being read, that same veil remains, not lifted, because in Messiah it is taken away.

2Co 3:15  But to this day, when Mosheh is being read, A VEIL LIES ON THEIR HEART.

2Co 3:16  And when one turns to the Master, the veil is taken away.

Yahusha is the Door. He is the New Veil. He is the “Entering”. Yahusha is the Transition. He is the Transformation.

2Co 3:18  And we all, as with unveiled face we see as in a mirror the esteem of יהוה, are being transformed into the same likeness from esteem to esteem, as from יהוה, the Spirit.

Yahusha is the Facilitator of this Process of True Atonement, this at-one-ment, this transformation into the same likeness.

For those who retain the veil over their hearts by clinging to the Torah of Moses…

Jer 7:8  “See, you are trusting in false words, which do not profit –

These false words which do not profit is the system of worship they were given over to, as mentioned by Ezekiel:

Ezk 20:25  “And I also gave them up to laws that were not good, and right-rulings by which they would not live.

And through the Psalmist we read that the false words come from YAHUAH:

Psa 18:26  With the clean You show Yourself clean; And with the crooked You show Yourself twisted.

Jer 4:10  Then I said, “Ah, Master יהוה! Truly, You have greatly deceived this people and Yerushalayim, saying, ‘Peace is for you,’ whereas the sword reaches to the heart.”

YAHUAH commanded them to work in this system. It was another example of man being subjected to futility:

Rom 1:28  And even as they did not think it worthwhile to possess the knowledge of Elohim, Elohim gave them over to a worthless mind, to do what is improper,

Rom 8:20  For the creation was subjected to futility, not from choice, but because of Him who subjected it, in anticipation,

2Co 3:14  …for to this day, when the old covenant is being read, that same veil remains, not lifted, because in Messiah it is taken away.

2Co 3:15  But to this day, when Mosheh is being read, A VEIL LIES ON THEIR HEART.

2Co 3:16  And when one turns to the Master, the veil is taken away.

Jhn 14:6  יהושע said to him, “I am the Way, and the Truth, and the Life. No one comes to the Father except through Me.

Yahusha is the Door. He is the Entering. He is the process.  This is important to understand as it pertains to Yahusha entering into the holy of holies. The Entering the holy of holies was the tearing down the old door which was made with mans hands and replacing it with one not made with mans hands. This was done by the laying down of His life

Jhn 10:14  “I am the good shepherd. And I know Mine, and Mine know Me,

Jhn 10:15  even as the Father knows Me, and I know the Father. And I lay down My life for the sheep.

In the next post.we will move past the door and understand the process of Yahushas Entering the Garden as it pertains to each of us. We will begin with the portion of the process known as the training:

Gal 3:24  Therefore the Torah became our trainer unto Messiah, in order to be declared right by belief.

Gal 3:25  And after belief has come, we are no longer under a trainer.

The heads and leaders of Yisrael were being trained to bring about their Messiah.

Pro 22:5  Thorns, snares are in the way of the perverse; He who guards his life keeps far away from them.

Pro 22:6  Train up a child in the way he should go, Even when he is old he turns not away from it.

He who guards his life keeps far away from the thorns, but He who lays down His Life is ensnared by them:

Mat 27:29  And plaiting a crown of thorns, they put it on His head, and a reed in His right hand. And they kneeled down before Him and mocked Him, saying, “Greetings, Sovereign of the Yehuḏim!”

Mat 27:30  And spitting on Him they took the reed and struck Him on the head.

Mat 27:31  And when they had mocked Him, they took the robe off Him, then put His own garments on Him, and led Him away to be impaled.

Yea, thorns and snares are indeed in the way of the perverse, and He who lays down His own life for the purpose of reconciling the curse of Adam is ensnared by them.

Gen 3:18  and the ground shall bring forth thorns and thistles for you…

Yahusha was sent to those who were trained in the way of the thorn and the spike, and unto these He lent His flesh

Ezk 2:3  And He said to me, “Son of man, I am sending you to the children of Yisra’ěl, to a nation of rebels who have rebelled against Me. They and their fathers have transgressed against Me, until this day.

Ezk 2:4  “And the children are stiff of face and hard of heart to whom I am sending you, and you shall say to them, ‘Thus said the Master יהוה.’

Ezk 2:5  “And they – whether they hear or whether they refuse, for they are a rebellious house – shall know that a prophet has been in their midst.

Ezk 2:6  “And you, son of man, do not be afraid of them, nor be afraid of their words, though thistles and thorns are with you and you dwell among scorpions. Do not be afraid of their words or discouraged by their looks, for they are a rebellious house.

Ezk 2:7  “And you shall speak My words to them, whether they hear or whether they refuse, for they are rebellious.

Man is always given a choice. This has to be. It's the only way to determine the left hand from the right. There are two doors for man to choose. One is narrow and the other has opened its mouth wide. I am shedding more light on the true nature of the two. He wants man to succeed. Clarity is necessary.

CHAPTER 4

The Process

The Night of the Last Supper

The Process

The night of the last supper, Yahusha tells His apostles:

Jhn 14:6  יהושע said to him, “I am the Way, and the Truth, and the Life. No one comes to the Father except through Me.

Yahusha is telling His apostles that He is the Door, or the True Veil.

Heb 10:19  So, brothers, having boldness to enter into the Set-apart Place by the blood of יהושע,

Heb 10:20  by a new and living way which He instituted for us, through the veil, that is, His flesh,

Heb 10:21  and having a High Priest over the House of Elohim,

Heb 10:22  let us draw near with a true heart in completeness of belief, having our hearts sprinkled from a wicked conscience and our bodies washed with clean water.

Yahusha tells us that He is the New Gatekeeper unto the way to the Tree of Life. Not only is He the Gatekeeper, but He is also the Gate, and not only these things, but He is what awaits on the other side. Man is undergoing a renovation, and Yahusha is man's Facilitator. He is here to guide man through the transition. He takes man by the hand while man is in his fleshly state. He calls man to the door. The calling is done in a manner so as not to rouse the suspicions of man's natural mind, the fleshly mind, which is represented by the old veil. The old veil and the New Veil exist simultaneously for a time. Zekaryah portrays this:

Zec 3:1   And he showed me Yehoshua the high priest standing before the messenger of יהוה, and Satan standing at his right hand to be an adversary to him.

Zec 3:2  And יהוה said to Satan, “יהוה rebuke you, Satan! יהוה who has chosen Yerushalayim rebuke you! Is this not a brand plucked from the fire?”

Yehoshua the high priest represents the New Veil, and Satan represents the old veil. It is the blessing and the curse.

Deu 30:19  “I have called the heavens and the earth as witnesses today against you: I have set before you life and death, the blessing and the curse. Therefore you shall choose life, so that you live, both you and your seed,

The Blessing, or the Life, is the Entering of the holy of holies through the New True Veil:

Heb 10:19  So, brothers, having boldness to enter into the Set-apart Place by the blood of יהושע,

Heb 10:20  by a new and living way which He instituted for us, through the veil, that is, His flesh,

Heb 10:21  and having a High Priest over the House of Elohim,

Heb 10:22  let us draw near with a true heart in completeness of belief, having our hearts sprinkled from a wicked conscience and our bodies washed with clean water…

Heb 6:13  For Elohim, having promised Aḇraham, since He could swear by no one greater, swore by Himself,

Heb 6:14  saying, “Truly, blessing I shall bless you, and increasing I shall increase you.”…

Heb 6:19  which we have as an anchor of the life, both safe and firm, and entering into that within the veil,

Heb 6:20  where יהושע has entered as a forerunner for us, having become High Priest forever according to the order of Malkitseḏeq.

So the Blessing, or the Life, is the entering through the New Veil and is according to the system of the New High Priest which is according to the order of Malkitseḏeq, whereas the curse is continuing to be locked outside of the holy of holies according and this is in accordance with the old veil, according to the system of the Aaronic Priesthood and the Torah of Moses:

Gal 3:10  For as many as are of works of Torah are under the curse, for it has been written, “Cursed is everyone who does not continue in all that has been written in the Book of the Torah, to do them.”

2Co 3:14  …for to this day, when the old covenant is being read, that same veil remains, not lifted, because in Messiah it is taken away.

2Co 3:15  But to this day, when Mosheh is being read, A VEIL LIES ON THEIR HEART.

And so the curse is represented by the old veil and the system by which it hung, the system of the flesh. Yahusha has redeemed man from that system by becoming the curse, or the Veil, for us. Per design, the curse transitions into the Blessing.

Gal 3:13  Messiah redeemed us from the curse of the Torah, having become a curse for us – for it has been written, “Cursed is everyone who hangs upon a tree.”

The Calling

The old veil doesn't want to know that it is being usurped, so the calling can come in rather subtle and indistinguishable ways. Maxims such as “Don't throw your pearls to swine” and “be wise as serpents and as harmless as doves” come to mind in describing this process. Often, the called won't even know they are being called to the Door until they get to the Door. But once the realization comes, the resistance begins. Its axiomatic.

In creating the Door, that is, in the laying down of His life, Yahusha called for the slaughtering of the lamb, replicating the Garden crime, the slaying of the lamb at the foundation of the world. This did not bring about any resistance from the fleshly mind as it was this very act that officially thrust the fleshly mind into power over man. Before Eve called Adam to eat the slain lamb, it was still technically up in the air. Will they submit to the flesh and commit the crime and do the time, or will they resist the voice of the thief and forfeit the fleshly want? YAHUAH knew which course they would take, but for the official record, the flesh was not legally enthroned yet. Once they ate, then there as no denying it from man's standpoint. It was Yahushas ordering the eating of the slain lamb on Pesah that cost Him his life that night, knowing that He would die within that very day of eating. And so in committing the crime that would lead Him into reconciling the judgment of Adam, creating the Door and reestablishing the way back to the Tree of Life, no alarms were raised. The flesh resisted not because for the flesh, this was just business as usual. The flesh was proud of what it had done in the Garden, and so objecting to Yahushas decision to have the Pesah lamb slain would have been a sort of repentance, a type of passing judgment upon itself, and that does not benefit the flesh.

In replicating the Garden crime, Yahusha was being as “wise as the serpent”:

Mat 10:16  “See, I send you out as sheep in the midst of wolves. Therefore be wise as serpents and innocent as doves.

Mat 10:17  “But beware of men, for they shall deliver you up to sanhedrins and flog you in their congregations.

It was the Garden crime where man first acted as “wise as the serpent”:

Gen 3:4  And the serpent said to the woman, “You shall certainly not die.

Gen 3:5  “For Elohim knows that in the day you eat of it your eyes shall be opened, and you shall be like Elohim, knowing good and evil.”

Gen 3:6  And the woman saw that the tree was…a tree desirable to make one WISE

It was this act of eating the slain lamb that brought about Yahushas persecution, fulfilling the curse of Adam. In eating the lamb, Yahusha ate his bread in toil, by the sweat of His face:

Mat 26:26  And as they were eating, יהושע TOOK BREAD, and having blessed, broke and gave it to the taught ones and said, “Take, eat, this is My body.”...

Mat 26:36  Then יהושע came with them to a place called Gethsemane, and said to the taught ones, “Sit here while I go over there and pray.”

Mat 26:37  And He took with Him Kěpha and the two sons of Zaḇdai, and He began to be GRIEVED and deeply DISTRESSED.

Mat 26:38  Then He said to them, “My being is EXCEEDINGLY GRIEVED, EVEN TO DEATH. Stay here and watch with Me.”

Luk 22:44  And being in agony, He was praying more earnestly. And HIS SWEAT became like great drops of blood falling down to the ground.

And this fulfilled the curse of Adam:

Gen 3:17  And to the man He said, “Because you have listened to the voice of your wife, and have eaten of the tree of which I commanded you, saying, ‘Do not eat of it’: “Cursed is the ground because of you, IN TOIL you are to eat of it all the days of your life,

Gen 3:18  and the ground shall bring forth THORNS and THISTLES for you, and you shall eat the plants of the field.

Gen 3:19  “BY THE SWEAT OF YOUR FACE YOU ARE TO EAT BREAD UNTIL YOU RETURN TO THE GROUND, for out of it you were taken. For dust you are, and to dust you return.”

This process of eating His bread in toil and sweating His blood was accompanied by the thorns Adam was promised:

Ezk 2:6  “And you, son of man, do not be afraid of them, nor be afraid of their words, though THISTLES and THORNS are with you and you dwell among scorpions. Do not be afraid of their words or discouraged by their looks, for they are a rebellious house.

Mat 27:29  And plaiting a crown of THORNS, they put it on His head, and a reed in His right hand. And they kneeled down before Him and mocked Him, saying, “Greetings, Sovereign of the Yehuḏim!”

And finally, returning to the ground from whence He was taken:

Mat 27:59  And having taken the body, Yosěph wrapped it in clean linen,

Mat 27:60  and laid it in his new tomb which he had hewn out of the rock. And he rolled a large stone against the door of the tomb, and went away.

Yahusha had to eat His bread in toil until He returned to the ground. This began with the Pesah meal and ran all the way to His being placed in the tomb. The flesh wanted Him to stop in the Garden of Geth, but that would have not sufficed, because Yahushas bread was to accomplish the Will of Him who sent Him:

Jhn 4:34  יהושע said to them, “My food is to do the desire of Him who sent Me, and to accomplish His work.

And this is what Yahusha had to toil to do, by the bloody sweat of His face as He beseeched His Father in prayer that He could endure His meal:

Luk 22:41  And He withdrew from them about a stone’s throw, and falling on His knees He was praying,

Luk 22:42  saying, “Father, if it be Your counsel, remove this cup from Me. Yet not My desire, but let Yours be done.”

Luk 22:43  And there appeared a messenger from heaven to Him, strengthening Him.

Luk 22:44  And being in agony, He was praying more earnestly. And His sweat became like great drops of blood falling down to the ground.

And so Yahusha most certainly ate His bread in toil, by the sweat of His face, asking that not His desire be done, but His Fathers.

Jhn 4:34  יהושע said to them, “My food is to do the desire of Him who sent Me, and to accomplish His work.

Within 24 hours, or “in that day”, Yahusha replicated the Garden crime and endured all of the curses promised to Adam unto death. Adam experienced all of this as well, except for Adam, it happened in the time according to YAHUAH, where one day was as 1000 years. For Yahusha, it was according to the time of fleshly man, a day for a day. Adam wasn't brought forth to reconcile man's transgressions, never think it. Adam was created to establish them. Adam still had to suffer, just not in the same manner as the Helper whom he was promised.

And so in replicating the Garden crime, Yahusha was as “wise as the serpent”, and this led Him into His persecution:

Mat 10:16  “See, I send you out as sheep in the midst of wolves. Therefore be wise as serpents and innocent as doves.

Mat 10:17  “But beware of men, for they shall deliver you up to sanhedrins and flog you in their congregations.

Being wise as a serpent led Him into His persecution,  and in His persecution He was as harmless as a dove.

Luk 22:49  And those around Him, seeing what was about to take place, said to Him, “Master, shall we strike with the sword?”

Luk 22:50  And one of them struck the servant of the high priest and cut off his right ear.

Luk 22:51  But יהושע answering, said, “Allow it this far.” And touching his ear He healed him.

Jhn 18:11  Then יהושע said to Kěpha, “Put your sword into the sheath. Shall I not drink the cup which My Father has given Me?”

Mat 26:52  Then יהושע said to him, “Return your sword to its place, for all who take the sword shall die by the sword.

We can clearly see that Yahusha was harmless as a dove in His arrest.

And so the Door was created in accordance with the way of the flesh. There was no resistance in slaying the lamb and eating the flesh. The resistance did not come until Yahusha was at the precipice of the Door, when Yahusha had to deny the natural inclination of the flesh which is to save thyself:

Luk 22:41  And He withdrew from them about a stone’s throw, and falling on His knees He was praying,

Luk 22:42  saying, “Father, if it be Your counsel, remove this cup from Me. Yet not My desire, but let Yours be done.”

Luk 22:43  And there appeared a messenger from heaven to Him, strengthening Him.

Luk 22:44  And being in agony, He was praying more earnestly. And His sweat became like great drops of blood falling down to the ground.

Once Yahusha awaited His captors and persecution, He began to mentally prepare Himself to submit to the Judgment of His Father, and this is not in accordance with the flesh:

Rom 8:7  Because the mind of the flesh is enmity towards Elohim, for it does not subject itself to the Torah of Elohim, neither indeed is it able,

The flesh became wise to what was happening in the Garden of Geth, and at this point it reasoned that it could assume the reins/reigns and lead Yahusha away from fulfilling His quest. And yea, it almost succeeded, but a Messenger was sent to strengthen Yahusha:

Luk 22:43  And there appeared a messenger from heaven to Him, strengthening Him.

The flesh thought that it had every thing in the bag, all neat and wrapped up with a bow, but the flesh was arrogant after millenia of being on top, and pride cometh before the fall.

And so we get a glimpse into the dynamics of the process. The Door was created subtly, in accordance with the flesh. Man is called to the Door in like manner.  Once man arrives at the threshold, the alarm bells ring, and the resistance begins.

The calling comes in stages. Initially, the calling comes in the form of questions and investigations. This method of calling began the process:

Gen 3:1   And the naḥash was more crafty than all the lives of the field which יהוה Elohim had made, and he said to the woman, “IS IT TRUE that Elohim has said, ‘Do not eat of every tree of the garden’?”

The questioning of the Truth satisfies the fleshly thirst for knowledge, so it doesn't raise too much alarm.

It is through the questioning of what is accepted as law that the flesh drew man away from the Garden. Ironically, it is through this same mechanism that man is called back to the Garden, by questioning what man has accepted as norms. Just as man questioned the Way that was declared Right be YAHUAH, man will eventually be drawn to question the way that seems right to himself.

Pro 14:12  There is a way which seems right to a man, But its end is the way of death.

Yahusha is recorded asking over 300 questions in the gospels during His ministry of calling. He also inspired many to ask questions of their own:

Mat 9:11  And when the Pharisees saw it, they said to His taught ones, “Why does your Teacher eat with tax collectors and sinners?”

Mat 9:12  And יהושע hearing this, said to them, “Those who are strong have no need of a physician, but those who are sick.

Mat 9:13  “But go and learn what this means, ‘I desire compassion and not offering.’ For I did not come to call the righteous to repentance, but sinners.”

Yahushas ministry of Reconciliation and Redemption began in the same manner by which Adams ministry of transgression began, with questions:

Mat 4:1   Then יהושע was led up by the Spirit into the wilderness to be tried by the devil.

Mat 4:3  And the trier came and said to Him, “If You are the Son of Elohim, command that these stones become bread.” …

Mat 4:6  and said to Him, “If You are the Son of Elohim, throw Yourself down…

Once the flesh discerned that the questioning approach wasn't working it stopped beating around the bush and cut straight to the chase tried commanding Yahusha to worship it. The flesh is subtle and crafty. It saved the command of worship approach for last because that is just way too obvious. It is content with simply getting one to stray from the Truth by questioning the Truth. This was especially the case with Yahusha. The flesh knew that He was a threat and a potential usurper, and so the flesh employed the tactic of trying to get Yahusha to doubt who He was. It's important to understand just what exactly happened here. It wasn't as if some external spirit entity approached Yahusha and began some kind of sinister cross examination. The thing that was asking Him these questions was coming from inside His own mind, coming from His own heart:

Mat 15:18  “But what comes out of the mouth comes from the heart, and these defile the man.

Mat 15:19  “For out of the heart come forth wicked reasonings, murders, adulteries, whorings, thefts, false witnessings, slanders.

It was His own personal spirit of the flesh, just like everyone has. That fleshly part of His nature was trying to convince Him that He wasn't who the Spirit of YAHUAH, who also Dwelled inside of Him, proclaimed to Him that He was. The difference in Yahusha and all those that came before Him was that those who came before Him were all operating under the subjection of the flesh. For those who came before Him the old veil was still up and so they weren't wise to the workings of the flesh and all of its lies and tricks. The one who sat on the throne of their heart, the spirit of the flesh, was operating behind the drawn veil. For Yahusha, the Spirit of YAHUAH had taken the throne in His heart, and the veil to the holy of holies had already been pulled back, and that wiley old spirit that was used to being in control over man had to stand to the side and try and make sense of this newfound development in its existence. It immediately tried to regain the control that it sensed it had lost, and once it had seen that it had none, it fled.

Mat 4:11  Then the devil left Him, and see, messengers came and attended Him.

And in the Garden of Geth, whence Yahusha knelt at the precipice of that Triumphant Door and the flesh was alarmed, we have a replay of the wilderness. Whereas in the wilderness the flesh was kind of testing the waters and determining if it had control, in the Garden it sensed that its time was officially winding down, and so it made one final last ditch effort to convince Yahusha to just turn around and cry off. Enough with all of this nonsense already, why would you essentially kill yourself over yon dreams of grandeur? Just cry off already and let sleeping dogs lie. And just as Yahusha overcame the flesh in the wilderness and afterwards, the ministering of messengers, so too was His overcoming in Geth:

In the wilderness:

Mat 4:10  Then יהושע said to him, “Go, Satan! For it has been written, ‘You shall worship יהוה your Elohim, and Him alone you shall serve.’ ”

Mat 4:11  Then the devil left Him, and see, messengers came and attended Him.

In Geth:

Luk 22:41  And He withdrew from them about a stone’s throw, and falling on His knees He was praying,

Luk 22:42  saying, “Father, if it be Your counsel, remove this cup from Me. Yet not My desire, but let Yours be done.”

Luk 22:43  And there appeared a messenger from heaven to Him, strengthening Him.

In both the desert and the Garden of Geth Yahusha had to deny His inner desires. In the wilderness it was food and self validation and the acquisition of power in the face of weakness as he fasted and suffered thirst and hunger in a wasted place. In the Garden it was the desire to spare His flesh from extreme pain unto death in the face of its arrival. In both overcomings, Yahusha was rewarded for His steadfastness and strengthened, as it is written:

Isa 40:29  He gives power to the faint, and to those who have no might He increases strength.

Isa 40:30  Even youths shall faint and be weary, and young men stumble and fall,

Isa 40:31  but those who wait on יהוה renew their strength, they raise up the wing like eagles, they run and are not weary, they walk and do not faint.

Yes, you live by the sword and you die by the sword.

Rev 13:10  He who brings into captivity shall go into captivity, he who kills with the sword has to be killed with the sword.

It is through the question that the flesh gained control and brought man into captivity, and it is through the question that the flesh is dethroned and led into captivity. Oh flesh, you have lived by rebellion, and you have died by the same subversion. Oh what art thou, yon quisling voice of doubt, and from whence dost thou arise, oh bringer of quest?

Beyond the question, the calling comes through pain and suffering, as these are fruits of the flesh, so this too is in accordance with its ways. This too is part of the beginning of the process:

Gen 3:16  To the woman He said, “I greatly increase your sorrow and your conception – bring forth children in pain. And your desire is for your husband, and he does rule over you.”

Gen 3:17  And to the man He said, “Because you have listened to the voice of your wife, and have eaten of the tree of which I commanded you, saying, ‘Do not eat of it’: “Cursed is the ground because of you, in toil you are to eat of it all the days of your life,

Gen 3:18  and the ground shall bring forth thorns and thistles for you, and you shall eat the plants of the field.

Gen 3:19  “By the sweat of your face you are to eat bread until you return to the ground, for out of it you were taken. For dust you are, and to dust you return.”

And this was the prescription for Yahusha as well. It started with the inquisition in the wilderness, yea the showdown in the desert, and, well, we know how it all wrapped up. In toil. In pain and suffering.

And so the Door is approached in ways which are in accordance with the flesh.

Mat 11:28  "Come to Me, all you who labour and are burdened, and I shall give you rest.

Mrk 2:16  And when the scribes and Pharisees saw Him eating with the tax collectors and sinners, they said to His taught ones, “Why does He eat and drink with tax collectors and sinners?”

Mrk 2:17  And hearing this, יהושע said to them, “Those who are strong have no need of a physician, but those who are sick. I DID NOT COME TO CALL THE RIGHTEOUS to repentance, BUT SINNERS.”

Once the door is reached and realized, then comes True Repentance. It simply means to be remorseful or regretful of the ways of the flesh. It is a time of intense reflection.

2Co 3:16  And when one turns to the Master, the veil is taken away.

2Co 3:17  Now יהוה is the Spirit, and where the Spirit of יהוה is, there is freedom.

2Co 3:18  And we all, as with unveiled face we see AS IN A MIRROR the esteem of יהוה, are being transformed into the same likeness from esteem to esteem, as from יהוה, the Spirit.

1Co 13:11  When I was a child, I spoke as a child, I thought as a child, I reasoned as a child. But when I became a man, I did away with childish matters.

1Co 13:12  For now we see in a mirror, dimly, but then face to face. Now I know in part, but then I shall know, as I also have been known.

This is the process. Questioning the norms, then deviation from the path, and pain and suffering as a result.  There is another element to the calling that I have failed to mention here, but I have spoken of it previously in reports. Along with the questioning and the pain and suffering there also comes peer influence.

Adams serpent, whilst alive inside of him, coaxed him into transgression through Eve. Yahushas serpent, after trying to directly influence Him in the wilderness, came to Him through Peter:

Mat 16:21  From that time יהושע began to show to His taught ones that it was necessary for Him to go to Yerushalayim, and to suffer much from the elders and chief priests and scribes, and be killed, and to be raised again the third day.

Mat 16:22  And Kěpha took Him aside and began to rebuke Him, saying, “Be kind to Yourself, Master, this shall not be to You!”

Mat 16:23  But He turned and said to Kěpha, “Get behind Me, Satan! You are a stumbling-block to Me, for your thoughts are not those of Elohim, but those of men.”

To better understand the mechanism of Peter influence, please refer to the books titled “The Stumbling Block” and “Peer Pressure”.
